MINUTES OF THE TOWN COUNCIL MEETING
OF THE TOWN OF SOUTHINGTON
November 23, 2009

The Town Council of the Town of Southington held a regular
meeting on Monday, November 23, 2009. Edward S. Pocock, III, Chairman,
called the meeting to order at 7:00 o'clock, p.m.

A prayer was recited by John Barry, Councilman.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited by everyone in attendance being
led by Mark Sciota, Deputy Town Manager/Town Attorney.

There were approximately 25 other persons in attendance.
EDWARD S. POCOCK, III, Chairman, Presiding:
IT. Minutes

Mr. Palmieri made a motion to approve the Minutes which was
seconded by Dr. Urillo. Motion passed unanimously on a voice vote.

III. Councilmanic Communications

The Chair announced the closet concerning the appointments and
the council sub-committees needed to be cleaned out. We came up with
a few new committees and formalized the charge for all the sub-
committees so it would be easier for the public to understand.

A. Sub-Committees of the Town Council
1. Sewer Committee
There will e 5 voting members. Three members of the Town Council

appointed by the Chair with at least one member from the minority
party. One member of the BOF appointed by the BOF Chair and the Town
Manager. Ex officio members will be the Public Works Director and
the Sewer Superintendent.
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The Committee Chair will be named by the Council Chair. The
charge of this committee is to make recommendations to the Council
concerning sewer rates, sewer infrastructure improvements and
expansion, oversight of sewer related projects and overall operations
of the sewer department.

I thank John Barry because when he was Chair last year, we were
able to actually move this committee forward and see how this works.
So we are going to do it again and make it a permanent subcommittee of
the Council.

Mr. Dobbins will be Chair of the Committee. We will work with
the ad-hoc energy committee to see what can be done to save dollars at
the WPC facility and review of an outside audit for sewer rates.

Mr. Dobbins made a motion to add the sewer committee as a
subcommittee of the Town Council. Mr. Romano seconded. Motion passed
unanimously on a voice.

The Chair named John Dobbins as Chair of the Sewer Committee. He
appointed Peter Romano, Christopher Palmieri, Wayne Stanforth of the
BOF and Mr. Weichsel. The ex officio members will be Tony Tranquillo
and John DeGioia. The term of this committee ends on October 31,

2011.

2. Public Works Committee “new”

There will be seven voting members. Three members of the Town
Council appointed by the Council Chair with one member from the
minority party. One member of the BOF appointed by the BOF Chair, the
Town Manager, the Chief of Police or his designee and the Water
Superintendent or his designee. Ex officio will be public works
director and highway superintendent.

The Committee Chair and Vice Chair will be named by the Council
Chair. The Charge is to make recommendations to the Council
concerning the conditions/repair of local roads, retention/detention
pond maintenance, transfer station operations, leaf clean up
operations, storm drainage maintenance, snow operations and oversight
of highway department projects, coordination of services and projects
with the emphasis on water and highway department operations that
affect road quality and the overall operations of the highway
department.

Mr. Romano noted the Council needs to have a clear and concise
evaluation of the existing infrastructure, short term and long term
for maintenance and improvements as well as communications of the
ongoing operations of the public works departments. This committee
will focus on those items. I believe this will lead to better
communication in the best interest of the Town of Southington.

Mr. Romano made a motion to approve this committee as a
subcommittee of the Town Council. Mr. D’Angelo seconded.
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Mr. D’Angelo asked if the bulky waste site can be added to this
as another charge. The Chair said it is there included in transfer
station operations.

Motion passed unanimously on a voice vote.

The Chair named Peter Romano Chairman. Dr. Al Natelli is the Vic
Chair. He appointed Christopher Palmieri, John Leary from the BOF,
Mr. Weichsel, Chief Daly or his designee and Tom West or his designee.
Ex officio members will be Tony Tranquillo and Steve Wlodkowski. The
term of this committee is going to end October 31, 2011.

3. Rails to Trails Phase II Oversight Committee “new”

There will be five voting members. Three members of the Town
Council appointed by the Chair with at least one member from the
minority party, one representative of the Chamber of the Commerce and
the Town Engineer. The ex officio member will be the Town Manager.

The charge of this committee will be to oversee the construction
of the Phase II portion of the Rails to Trails and provide other
oversight as directed by the Council on this project.

This committee will be automatically discharged at the end of
this project.

Mr. Barry said he was excited about this committee. This
involves a lot of planning, state aid and federal aid. A lot of
oversight will be necessary to help finish this plan. I'm excited

about serving on it.

Mr. Palmieri made a motion to form the committee. Mr. Dobbins
seconded. Motion passed unanimously on a voice vote.

The Chair appointed Dr. Al Natelli as Chairman. The Vice Chair,
is Mr. Dobbins. He also appointed John Barry, Arthur Secondo as the
Chamber Representative and Tony Tranquillo. The ex officio member is
John Weichsel. The term ends when this is terminated.

4. Economic Development Strike Committee “new”

Six voting members. The Town Council Chairman, the Town Council
Minority Leader, a Town Council member appointed by the Council Chair,
the Economic Development Coordinator and the Town Attorney.

The committee chair will be the Council Chair. The charge of
this committee is to make recommendations to the Council concerning
activities of the economic development office not related to the
enterprise zone. We'’re trying to have Lou look at places where we can
strike quick, maybe change some planning & zoning and basically get

things done. This will bring in more economic development to the town
to get more tax money which is our goal. That’s the committee’s
charge.
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Dr. Urillo made a motion to create this new committee. Mr.
Romano seconded it. Motion passed unanimously on a voice vote.

The members of the committee will be Ed Pocock, III, Peter
Romano, Tony D’Angelo, Mike DelSanto, Lou Perillo and Mark Sciota.
Term of this committee ends October 31, 2011.

In response to a request by the Chair, Dr. Urillo made a motion
to add the PZC Chair. Mr. D’Angelo seconded. Motion passed
unanimously on a voice vote.

5. Education Capital Project Building Committee

There will e 6 voting members, two members each from the Town
Council, Board of Education and the Board of Finance. Ex Officio
members include the School Superintendant, School Business Manager and
the Building/Grounds Manager. Each elected body appoints its own
members. The Town Council Chair will appoint the committee chair.

The charge of this committee is to make recommendations to the council
concerning bonds associated with school improvement projects and to
oversee such projects. This committee already exists and I have no
intentions of changing this committee around.

I plan on appointing Dr. Urillo as the Chair of this committee.
Mr. D’Angelo, Colleen Clark and Kathy Rickard from the BOE, Timothy
Theriault and John Moise from the BOF. Ex officio members will be Dr.
Erardi, Sherri DiNello and Fred Cox.

The term ends October 31, 2011.
6. Apple Harvest 2010 and 2011 Committee

There will be 5 voting members. Two members of the Town Council
(or one member of the council and a citizen of the Town), a Parks and
Recreation representative, the Town Attorney and a Chamber of Commerce
representative. Ex officio members of the committee are the Chief of
Police, Fire Chief and the Festival Coordinator. The chair of the
committee is appointed by the Council Chair. The charge of the
committee is the general oversight of the Apple Harvest Festival. The
Chair noted the confusion on the terms, it’s the 2010 and 2011
seasons.

The Chair of the committee is Christopher Palmieri. Also on the
committee is Bill Masci, Mark Sciota and Judy Miceli. The ex
officios are Chief Daly, Chief Clark and Mr. Champagne. Term ends
October 31, 2011

Another person will be announced at December’s meeting.

7. Emergency Medical Services Committee
The Chair advised not much has changed here. I don’t plan on
changing the structure. It’s the ambulance oversight committee.
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There are 10 Voting members. The Public Safety Director, a
Bradley Memorial Hospital representative, one member of the Town
Council (appointed by the council chair), one citizen of the town
(appointed by the council chair), a Fire Department Representative, a
Police Department Representative, two employees of the currently
contracted service, the Town Attorney and the Town Manager. The chair
of the committee is appointed by the council chair. The charge of
this committee is the general oversight of our currently contracted
ambulance service.

Appointed were Chuck Motes as Chair. Dr. Renee Hipona, Dr. Al
Natelii, William Della Vecchia, Capt Gregory Simone, the Police
Chief’s designee, Chief Harold Clark, Robert Retallick from AMR, Brian
Reynolds, John Weichsel and Mark Sciota.

This term ends October 31, 2011.
8. Committee of the Chairs “new”

There will be 6 voting members. The Chair commented this new
committee will consist of the Town Council Chair, the BOF Chair, the
BOE Chair, the PZC Chair, the Town Manager and Town Attorney. The
Town Council Chair will Chair this committee.

The charge of this committee is to communicate issues that will
facilitate the town’s business and promote awareness among elected
boards. Meetings will be called at least quarterly by the Chair or by
the request of two or more members. In the absence of any one member,
the Vice Chair of that particular board will attend in his/her place.

Mr. Dobbins made a motion to add the Committee of Chairs as a
subcommittee of the Town Council. Mr. D’Angelo seconded.

Mr. D’Angelo wondered about the Minority Leader being part of
this committee. That way somebody from our side could communicate to
the other boards.

The Chair agreed. Mr. Dobbins amended the motion to add the
Minority Leader. Mr. Palmieri seconded.

Mr. Barry asked by making it formal, does that put any limitation
in terms of the discussions that could occur in the future? The Town
Attorney said when they are meeting as a subcommittee of the Council
minutes would need to be taken.

Mr. Barry added he thought this was a good idea.
Motion passed unanimously on a voice vote.

The Chair appointed himself, Wayne Stanforth, Brian Goralski,
Mike DelSanto, John Weichsel, Mark Sciota and the Minority Leader, Mr.
D’Angelo. This term ends October 31, 2011.
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9. Open Space Acquisition Committee

There will be 8 voting members. Two members of the Town Council
(appointed by the Council Chairman,onefrom each party), one member
from the BOF (appointed by the BOF Chair), one member from the
Conservation Commission (appointed by the Council Chair), one member
from PZC (appointed by the PZC Chair), one member from the Water
Commission (appointed by the Water Board President), the Town Manager
and one citizen of the town appointed by the Council Chairman. Ex
Officia members, the Town Attorney and the Town Planner. The chair and
vice chair of the committee will be appointed by the Council Chair.
The charge of this committee is to investigate and make
recommendations to the Town Council concerning the acquisition of open
space.

The Chair appointed Bob Berkmoes as the Chairman and Kelly DelDebbio
as the Vice Chair. Also appointed were Joseph Labieniec, Christopher
Borowy, Dr. Stephanie Urillo, Dawn Miceli, John Weichsel and Bonnie
Sica. The term ends October 31, 2011.

10. Information Technology Committee (renamed from
Computer Committee)

The Chair asked for a motion to change the name from the Computer
Committee to the Information Technology Committee. I’m not changing
the makeup of the committee.

Mr. Palmieri made that motion seconded by Dr. Natelli. Motion
passed unanimously on a voice vote.

There will be 10 voting members. One member appointed by the
Town Council Chair, one member appointed by the Board of Finance
Chair, Town Assessor, Town Librarian, Town Clerk, WPCF Superintendent,

Tax Collector, Assistant Finance Director, Fire Department
Representative, and Police Department Representative. Ex-officio
member is the Town Manager. The chair of this committee will be
determined by the Council Chair. The charge of this committee is to

analyze any and all IT needs of the Town of Southington, providing
budget recommendations and guidance.

The Chair appointed Richard Lopatosky, Chair. Dawn Miceli from
the Town Council, Timothy Theriault from the BOF, Brian Lastra from
the Assessor’s Office, Susan Smayda from the library, Leslie Cotton,
our Clerk, John DeGioia from the sewer plant, Marilyn Dorau from the
Tax Collector’s Office, Chief Clark or his designee and Chief Daly or
his designee.

The term will end October 31, 2011.
11. Self Insurance Committee

The Chair noted no changes. There are nine voting members. Two
members of the Town Council (one from each party, appointed by the
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Council Chair), two members of the Board of Finance (one from each
party, appointed by the BOF Chair), two members of the Board of
Education (appointed by the BOE Chair), two members of the insurance
business community (appointed by the Council Chair), and the Self-
Insurance consultant. Ex-officio members are the Town Manager and Town
Finance Director. The charge of this committee is to oversee the
Town’s Self Insurance fund. The chair of this committee will be
elected by the committee.

The appointments to the self insurance committee are, Dr. Al Natelli,
John Barry, Joe Labieniec, John Moise, Jill Notar-Fancesco, Sherri
DiNello, Harold Kane, Francis Verderame and James Verderame,
consultant. The ex officio members are John Weichsel and Emilia
Portelinha, finance director.

The term will end October 31, 2011.
12. Energy Committee (dissolved as a Sub-Committee)

The Chair said he would be entertaining a motion to dissolve the
energy committee. I’'m going to create it as an ad hoc committee with
some changes. I want to make it a focus group to look into energy
needs of the town.

Dr. Natelli made a motion to disband the committee as it stands
right now. Mr. Romano seconded. Motion passed unanimously on a voice
vote.

13. Phase II Committee (dissolved as a Sub-Committee)

The Chair asked for a motion to dissolve this committee. Its
time has come and gone.

Mr. Dobbins made a motion to dissolve the Phase II committee.
Dr. Natelli seconded. Motion passed unanimously on a voice vote.

14. Rails to Trails Phase II Committee (dissolved as a
Sub-Committee)

The Chair asked for a motion to dissolve this committee. Dr.
Urillo made a motion to dissolve the Phase II committee. Mr. Romano
seconded. Motion passed unanimously on a voice vote.

B. Ad-Hoc Committees of the Town Council 2009-2011
1. Energy Committee “new”
There will be five voting members. The water superintendent or

his designee, BOE superintendent or his designee, the sewer
superintendent or his designee, and two residents of Southington
appointed by the Council Chair. The ex officio member will be the
Town Attorney. The Town Council Chair will name the Chair of the
committee.
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The charge of this committee will be to investigate an energy
efficiency and environmental program to benefit the Town of
Southington.

The committee chair will be authorized to dismiss and name ex
officio members of this committee as needed to accomplish his goals in
assessing the town’s energy issues. I expect good things from this
committee.

The Chair appointed Fred Rogers from the water department as
Chairman, Fred Cox, John Degioia, Sharon Vocke and Kalyani Baxi. The
ex officio member will be Mark Sciota.

2. Town Building Maintenance Committee “new”

There will be three voting members. Three citizens of the town
will be appointed by the Council Chair. The ex officio members will be
the Town Engineer and the Town Attorney. The Chair will be named by
the Town Council Chair.

The charge of this committee will be to make recommendations to
the Council concerning maintenance plans for buildings assigned to the
general government, excluding the BOE and the water department, for
upkeep and upgrading of these buildings with special emphasis on
energy savings recommendations.

The Chair of the committee will be authorized to name or dismiss
ex officio members to the committee as needed to accomplish goals in
assessing general government buildings.

Chairman Pocock appointed Nicholas DePaola as the Chair. Also
appointed were Peter Romano and Jim Sargeant. Ex officio members are
Mark Sciota and Tony Tranquillo.

The term will end October 31,2011.
Councilmanic Communications:

Mr. Palmieri said he had the pleasure with John Barry, Dr.
Natelli and the Chair of attending the art showcase at the Southington
Public Library. I commend the library for showcasing the artwork. It
was a great event. I thank Jeanne Chmielewski who is responsible for
organizing it and Sue Smayda our Library Director.

Mr. Palmieri noted a memo sent by Andy Meade. (Attachment 1)
He’s asking us to be in touch with the BOE concerning North Center
School when Plantsville School moves back into their own building.
I'd like to see this pursued.

I also like his point about the Milldale Firehouse, freeing up

space there to help the community service department. Can we look
into that?
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Mr. Dobbins agreed. He said he went to see Janet Mellon and saw
the space constraints she has for the holidays. It’s overflowing.

We’d like to send a letter to the BOE asking to see if they can
look for space for the voting machines so space can be freed up for
community services.

Attorney Sciota said he and the Manager have been asked by Dr.
Erardi to serve on a committee to talk about North Center School. The
meeting will be in mid-December.

Attorney Sciota also noted the Registrars need be onboard for any
discussion concerning the voting machines. He explained there is a
security issue with the voting machines.

Dr. Natelli thanked Ms. Cotton for getting the emails up and
running. It’s huge and appreciated. Ms. Cotton noted Richard
Lopatosky worked on getting that done and hopefully you are all
receiving your email now.

Mr. Barry brought up that in Glastonbury they have a new on line
permitting system. They’re working with other communities in the
greater Hartford area which would make it easier for residents and
construction businesses to obtain building permits on line. I do
believe it is something we should look into. It could provide savings
in terms of the paperwork involved presently. The new system creates
the permits, you can track the projects, you can go through the
review, approval and construction phase which is all given
electronically to the applicant. He handed in for the record the
newspaper story on the permitting system. (Attachment 2)

Mr. Barry addressed the Director of Public works about redoing
the windows in Town Hall for energy efficiency. It would be a bond
issue. Can you give me an update on that process?

Mr. Trangquillo advised the next step is to hire an architect to
put together specifications and plans and come up with a budget to
appropriate the monies.

Mr. Barry questioned the need for an architect. Mr. Tranquillo
explained it is an historic building. Anything done has to be
architecturally consistent with the building. A contractor wouldn’t
know those things

Dr. Natelli said if it’s on the historic registry, you have to
hire someone to see that it fits within the historic registry. I know

as my home is on the historic registry.

Mr. Barry said he would like to see a state statute or a law that
would require the taxpayers of Southington to hire an architect in
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order to put new windows in the Town Hall. It doesn’t make sense to
me.

Mr. Weichsel clarified, the building itself is not on the
historic register. But this is part of an historic district. We can
look into the question of how far we need to go and maybe we would not
need an architect.

The Chair noted that is the reason for the Town Building
Maintenance Committee and this will be handled at a committee level.

Mr. Natelli said we need to acknowledge our women’s volleyball
team from the high school as being the volleyball champions of the
state for their class. I'd like to acknowledge them and say
congratulations!

(Applause)

Mr. Romano spoke about the Glastonbury permitting system. He
cautioned it may be a good system but he would rather let them be the
guinea pig and work the bugs out. I am working in Glastonbury and
will continue to monitor that and report back.

IV. Town Manager’s Report and Communications

A. Resolution introducing Bond Ordinance appropriating
$300,000 for costs related to the construction of a sanitary sewer
interceptor of approximately 985 lineal feet from 139 Mill Street to
High Tower Road; and authorizing the issuance of $300,000 bonds, notes
and temporary notes to finance said appropriation (Attachment 3)

Mr. Weichsel said this has been discussed and we are now ready to

introduce the bond resolution for the Farmstead Interceptor. It’s the
number one priority of the Sewer Infrastructure Committee. We have a
river crossing which has significant risk with it. This would

eliminate the crossing and it would be all on dry land.

It was noted it also currently backs up four to six times a year
which has the potential to spill raw sewage into the Quinnipiac River
and could cause us to have significant fines with each spillage.

This needs to be taken care of on a timely basis.
B. Bids - Methanol for WPC (Attachment 4)

Mr. Weichsel had previously explained the reason for frequent
bids. It is the recommendation to award to Coyne Chemical Company at
$1.244 per gallon.
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C. Manager Appointments
1. Housing Authority — 1 member, 5 year term to October
2014
Mr. Weichsel reappointed Agnes Bart to the Housing Authority.
2. Conservation Commission Alternate- 1 member, term to April
2013

Mr. Weichsel appointed Dennis Palmieri to the Conservation
Commission as an alternate.

Mr. Barry noted it was a democratic appointment. We had a
resignation from the Conservation Commission and the democratic
alternate moved up.

The Chair withdrew the appointment of Dennis Palmieri.

The new democratic appointment will be at the next meeting.

3. Parking Authority — 1 member, 5 year term to November

2014

Mr. Weichsel appointed Mat Florian to the Parking Authority.

D. Report on CCM meeting

Mr. Weichsel reported he and Mr. Sciota attended the monthly
meeting of the CCM legislative committee. I wanted to pass on the
news that the state is not in terrific shape. CCM alerted us to two
dangers: there probably is going to be a mid-term session because

they have to balance the budget; and there is a regular session in
February. If we escape cuts the first time there is the second time,
there would be that danger. So far they have not reduced state aid
to the towns. I alert you to deal with your respective folks up there
and make sure they don’t cut town aid.

E. Discussion of Realignment of intersection: West Center &
West Street

Mr. Tranquillo explained the intersection in question. The
intersection is off set which causes flow problems and safety problems
with conflicting turns and causing confusion.

What is more desirable is a T or cross intersection. This plan
shows it being T-ed up into a standard intersection with a slight 75
degree angle here which is considered appropriate and acceptable.

The intent is to provide better alignment. Two things are
important, this leg and this leg (indicating) of the project run
across private property. A significant acquisition of property is
required. There is no way to know if the property owners are
agreeable or not.
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The second is the cost. I have not developed that vyet.

Third, this is very timely because in 2010 or 2011, we’re going
to be remilling and repaving West Street from West Main up to Mill
Street. If we do this part of the overall project, we’ll come out
much better.

If you feel this is a worthy project and you agree to go forward,
we’ll start developing survey work and a design and proceed.

Accidents at the intersection would be investigated as part of
the design procedure.

Traffic control would be a four way stop or a traffic light.
The historic intersection was discussed and will be investigated.

Mr. Romano asked about changes to elevations. Mr. Tranquillo
said they would not be drastic.

The Chair said all this discussion is perfect for the Public
Works Committee.

F. Request of Gary Uliasz for delay on sewer connection
requirement (Attachment 5)

Mr. Weichsel explained the request. This is not to be taken
lightly. We have a policy if we run lateral sewers in an area people
should be required to connect in five years. This person asked for

the delay due to personal hardship. I ask you to give this real
thought. If you start this, it may be difficult to stop it.

It is desirable to have people connect to the sewer system if the
sewer 1is available.

G. Sewer Equity Request - Lazy Lane/Munson (Attachment 6)

Mr. Weichsel noted a fairly standard request from Mr. Munson to
be brought under the sewer equity program. He extended sewers in
Spring Street and it’s a fairly routine request which should be okay.

H. Report of Board of Finance

If no questions on the Board of Finance, that concluded Mr.
Weichsel’s report.

V. Town Attorney’s Report

A. Greenway Commons Urban Grant Application (Attachment 7)
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Attorney Sciota noted Howard Schlessinger was here for Greenway
Commons/Meridian. We have discussed this at least on two occasions
with the applicant. What he’s asking from you tonight is for
permission from the Town to set up a pass through grant from the Town
to his organization.

Howard Schlessinger addressed the Council. What we’re asking for
is for the town to submit a request to the Governor for a grant that
would provide for the cleanup of the property over at Ideal Forge.

The original plan was to clean this up with a tax increment
financing agreed to with the town years ago to provide for sharing of
the taxes. This would give the opportunity for the state funding
grant to take over that effort and the town would reap the benefit by
getting most of the taxes generated by this property straight from the
beginning of its development.

The value is to clean up the property and get rid of the blight
downtown on Center Street that’s been there for many years. We are
here to make sure that continues to be the focus of our efforts.

The benefits to the town are:

(1) Jobs created on a short term basis and some on a permanent
basis.

(2) Revitalization of this downtown area.

This is a new grant and I ask for your help in getting it from
the Governor’s office in order to clean up properties like this.

State mandated stipulations on the grant were discussed. This is
a grant with no paybacks required.

Mr. Barry commented that his concern is that let’s say they say
part of the state approval is that they mandate low income housing.
What is your firm’s view on that? Mr. Schlessinger said that question
was asked. The answer came back that is not a requirement of this
grant.

Attorney Sciota explained the future steps. He indicated he has
not seen the grant paperwork. That’s where the details come in. This
is the application process.

Mr. Barry asked if a district would still be established pursuant
to the Special Act. Mr. Schlessinger explained pursuing the Special
Act and getting the approval back in June. This is a district, there
is a formal legislative agreement in place.

However, the issue of the economy resulted in the bond we were

seeking actually disappearing. That’s why we’re here tonight. This
is another solution.
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Mr. Barry asked: Are you actually going to establish the
district? Mr. Schlessinger said the need for the district will be
only if we need the additional funding that would be necessary to
clean up the property. If the grant funding is sufficient, then we
would not take any or even all of this tax increment.

Mr. Barry clarified in the event that the Governor’s office does
not look positively on the $6.3 million; it is still a possibility to
establish the district and issue bonds through the district? Mr.
Schlessinger said that was correct.

The Chair discussed the special taxing district and the Urban Act
Grant.

Discussion of the application process.

B. Presentation on Autran Avenue

Attorney Sciota explained this was a subdivision approved in
1920. 1In this case the subdivision had many different streets in the
area which you would call Wolf Hill.

The parcel in question is made up of numerous small lots. What
happens is the person bought the property, in this case in 1971, and
the deed said on it that he received property based on this map from
1920, lots 87,86,55,45 and a portion of several other lots.

This property also had additional land added to it due to
abandonment of town roads.

James Avenue was abandoned in 1957. When you abandon a town road
half of it goes to the property owner on each side of the road.

Palmer Avenue was abandoned twice by the town. The first time in
1957 and the property owner obtained 25 feet of it. And, the second
time in 1974 and he received 12.5 feet because there was only 25 feet
left so he got half of that.

What’s in question is the property owner has contended for many
many years that all these individual lots as set forth in the 1920
subdivision are “building lots” and therefore the town by doing
whatever it did in the past, deprived him of the right to build on
these particular lots.

Mr. Sciota explained that zoning regulations were established in
May 20" 1957. What they did is they took all these parcels in town
and specifically said that any lots that are nonconforming lots which
means they didn’t conform with the size of the zone, you must combine
all lots contiguous that you own to make a lot. It happened all over
town.

The property owner came to the Council on numerous occasions. In
2000, I was asked by the Council Chair to see what we can do to assist
the property owner in trying to develop a portion of the land.

We took the property and said what can we do to increase the lot

size or lots this person may be able to get? (Referred to the map)
We did a design and we came forth with this. The existing house and
two rear lots. We needed variances and there were three variances

granted to give the subdivision you see on this map.

That subdivision has never come to fruition, but it goes to say
the town did indeed assist this property owner.

Also, in 2000, the Chair did put on the Agenda the request for
payment for whatever “the claim was the town took the property from
him.”

The applicant made a presentation. The vote was 9 to 0 to deny
his request.

Currently, this is still available to the applicant (indicated).

The bottom line point is that Mr. Fusciello has thought all these

particular lots are building lots. That is not the case and has never
been the case. Every Town Attorney has given that opinion. I firmly
believe it. That is the opinion that is state law.

The Town Attorney noted some items for executive session tonight
but nothing will be acted on outside of executive session.

VI. Report of Council Sub-Committees and Ad-Hoc Committees
A. Bulky Waste Transfer Station

Mr. D’Angelo said the Council has the report. Are there any
questions?

The Chair asked, the committee report given to us at the last
meeting, was that voted on by the committee itself? There are folks
saying this was never voted on. Mr. D’Angelo said there was a motion
to approve the permit system at no cost and that the department of
public works and town attorney would be coming up with some specific
rules and regulations for implementation. No cost for the permit or
the sticker system for up to a vyear.

The Chair indicated he wanted it to be put to a vote at the
committee. TIf it comes back to us with what the committee wants to
do, then we’ll push it to the Council floor. I want this to go back
and get voted on first.

Mr. Sciota said they would schedule a meeting and vote on it.

Mr. D'Angelo clarified there was a vote to move forward on the
sticker system.
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Mr. Barry said the Council has the report. I don’t think the
committee’s decision is going to be any different than it was two
weeks ago. I think we have to move.

The Chair agreed but pointed out there is a process that needs to
be followed

B. Apple Harvest Committee Report (Attachment 8)

Mr. Palmieri passed around the preliminary profit & loss
statement for the Apple Harvest Festival for 2009. A final report
will be given once everything is finalized.

He quickly went through the numbers and comparisons. The profit
this year was $10,450.

Thanks to Jim Champagne our festival coordinator and Melissa
Erickson, sponsor coordinator, for the 2009 Festival, as well as
members of the Supervisory Committee.

I’11 be bringing to you recommendations for the positions for the
2010 Festival for the coordinator as well as sponsor coordinator.

Outstanding costs and income are still to be calculated.

Police protection for the festival is a big expense. The other
major one is park and rec with overtime which amounted to about
$2,748.

VII. Public Communications

Charlie Cocuzza, 165 North Star Drive. I’'m here as the Chairman
of the Board of the Southington Chamber of Commerce. He emphasizes
the Chamber of Commerce’s support for Meridian Partners in the
Greenway Commons project at Factory Square.

He explained they supported it for the benefit of economic
development, our downtown district, additional taxes and overall
renaissance of a once proud manufacturing area of town.

We encourage you to quickly analyze the ramifications and apply
to the state for the granting of funding to begin the project that we
all be proud of for years to come.

Joe LaPorte, 30 Prosperity Court. I echo Mr. Cocuzza’s comments.
This is maybe our one and only opportunity to rid Southington of this
blight. We have the right people to do the job and I have every
confidence of them. I urge you to expedite this matter.
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
