MINUTES OF THE TOWN COUNCIL MEETING
OF THE TOWN OF SOUTHINGTON
January 25, 2010

The Town Council of the Town of Southington held a public hearing
and a regular meeting on Monday, January 25, 2010. Edward S. Pocock,
III, Chairman, called the meeting to order at 7:05 o'clock, p.m.

Public Hearing: Ordinance appropriating $300,000 for costs related to
the construction of a sanitary sewer interceptor of approximately 985
lineal feet from 139 Mill Street to High Tower Road; and authorizing
the issuance of $300,000 bonds, notes and temporary notes to finance
said appropriation.

The Chair mentioned that after the last meeting we decided to go
back and take another look at this wvery closely. Mr. Tranquillo has a
presentation tonight concerning an alternate plan.

Anthony J. Tranquillo, Director of Public Works/Town Engineer
reviewed the project originally proposed at the last meeting along
with other options of crossing the river. Referring to a Memo sent to
the Town Council Mr. Tranquillo summarized by saying that none of
those options are very palatable. They either have severe engineering
limitation, severe environmental limitations or very high costs.

He explained a revised routing which would bring sewers down
across #153 Mill Street. There is enough room between the house and
the garage to build a main. It’s going to be deeper, about 15 to 16
feet deep. The cost goes up significantly the deeper you go. Looking
at the bedrock maps in this area, we may hit some bedrock.

The westerly alignment as I’11 call it will be approximately
$63,000 in additional costs over and above the original alignment
presented.

The westerly alignment is doable. It will accomplish the purpose
and from an engineering standpoint it is feasible.
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Also, the owner of #153 has been contacted and he has indicated
his willingness to cooperate.

Mr. D’Angelo asked if #153 would be the only house affected by
this plan. Mr. Tranquillo said yes. The line would be totally on the
property of #153. There may be some revised easements necessary
across the Primus Property. He has indicated he is willing to
cooperate on this.

Anna Mongillo, 133 Mill Street. I’ve come to make my opinion
heard about the sewer project being proposed by the town. We have
heard some suggestions tonight.

Ms. Mongillo again spoke in favor of the Farmstead Road to Mill
Street route which was never mentioned by the Town.

I think the people on High Tower, Hilltop, Lucy Court and
Farmstead will just as well be served if they’re sewered right down
the rest of Farmstead Road than through the convoluted path put forth
by you and endorsed by Mr. Weichsel.

Ms. Mongillo discussed the property owners who would be affected.
(Mongillo, Buckridge, the Primus Family Land Trust and the Town of
Southington)

She said the Mongillos and the Buckridges were not notified about
their property being considered for this pipeline until after it was
approved by the Board of Finance and on the Agenda for the Town
Council meeting. She felt there should be a better system of
notification than what is being done currently.

Ms. Mongillo showed some photos of her property in flood and non-
flood conditions. She indicated her property floods often as does the
Primus Family property.

She stated that the town proposes to correct that by removing the
pipe from that spot and putting the pipe into my floodplain. She
showed pictures of the Town GIS mapping. Mr. Trangquillo’s suggestion
does not take into account that my property is part of the FEMA
floodplain. She pointed out the floodplain and wetlands on the map.

She noted on the map the three manhole covers in her front yard.
And, they are all located in the floodplain. If the sewage backs up
it will be on my property and will spill into the Quinnipiac River at
a cost of $25,000 a day or it could back up into my cellar, devaluing
my property.

I have a private well. Any spillage would not only contaminate
my cellar but also my well. This would be a health issue.
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She read Mr. Motes’ comments in the Record Journal of January 15
regarding contact with raw sewage.

My backyard is where my grandchildren play and the town still has
not answered my question of who would take care of any sewer back up
into my cellar or contamination of my well.

I do not feel that my property is the best way to solve the
problem. Destroying my property is another poor decision that does
not need to be acted upon. Until the town comes up with a different
way to solve their problems, the Town Council should vote “no” on this
solution.

Now that I’ve heard about this yellow line proposal, it would be
going in the back of my property. In my backyard is where I have my
well water. I also have ledge. When you start digging and blasting,
you’re going to be talking about my well water.

You still have not said anything about Farmstead Road.

Completing the Farmstead Road sewer is the shorter and most
direct route to take. Eminent domain is going to be more expensive
than the $300,000 put before us by the Town Engineer and endorsed by
John Weichsel.

Phil Limbacker: 103 Beechwood Drive. Our Town motto is the City

of Progress. If we remove the direct and immediate impact to my
mother in law, the Buchridges and just look at the overall fit of the
solution, even the yellow line, it does not strike me as progress. It

simply moves the pipe from one area in the floodplain to another area
of the same floodplain. How does this resolve the issue of spilling
raw sewage in the Quinnipiac?

Why not live up to our motto, design a plan that truly embodies
progress and move the pipe to higher ground?

He also commented that there is a lot of wildlife in the area.

I don’t see putting the pipe down there as the right solution for
this area. It’ll cost more money. We all want to make sure no sewage
goes into the Quinnipiac. The town put that pipe there 45 years ago.
The town needs to resolve the problem.

Thank you.
Ilio Fusciello, 82 Autran Avenue. I was not out of line at the
last meeting when you said I was. I know the Mongillo Family and I

was here in support of them.
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James Gura, 142 Maplewood Road. I have just retired from the
town. I was the inspector on that line. It was supposed to be higher
at the time. It would have cost Mr. Primus money to fill over the

pipe.

The manhole said to have leaked, I haven’t seen any paperwork
from Mr. DeGioia stating how many times. Has there been a video taken
of the line? Has anything been done to check the seal around the pipe
that crosses the river? Any plans to put something in as a diversion
so water doesn’t hit the pipe? So many questions not answered.

Mr. Gura said that there were kids damaging the manhole.

Why wasn’t the pipe put higher? Has it ever leaked? The
elevation could have been done. Does the sewer line from the
apartments come directly down to that line or does it go down

Farmstead?

He spoke of the history of the land being filled. Spoke of
previous cease & desists on the property through the years.

Don’t put a $300,000 bill on the taxpayers.

Hearing no further comment on this item, the Chair closed this
public hearing.

(The public hearing portion was adjourned at 7:34 o’clock, p.m.)

RESOLUTION OF TOWN COUNCIL APPROVING BOND ORDINANCE

ItemVyIII A.

M R. Dobbins . presented the following resolution, which was seconded by Mg

Romano

RESOLVED, that the following ordinance be adopted:

ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $300,000 FOR COSTS RELATED TO THE
CONSTRUCTION OF A SANITARY SEWER INTERCEPTOR OF APPROXIMATELY 985
LINEAL FEET FROM 139 MILL STREET TO HIGH TOWER ROAD; AND AUTHORIZING
THE ISSUANCE OF $300,000 BONDS, NOTES AND TEMPORARY NOTES TO FINANCE
SAID APPROPRIATION

BE IT ORDAINED,

(a) That the Town of Southington appropriate THREE HUNDRED THOUSAND
DOLLARS ($300,000) for costs related to the construction of a sanitary sewer interceptor of
approximately 985 lineal feet, running northerly beginning near 139 Mill Street to High Tower
Road, as replacement for existing aerial crossing of Quinnipiac River approximately 1000 feet
north of Mill Street Bridge. The project is contemplated to include construction of new 12 inch
PVC sewers, television inspection of new sewers, excavation, disposal of excess material,
building connections and manhole connections, demolition of existing crossing, repaving,
curbing, driveway replacement, and related improvements. The appropriation may be spent for
design, construction, acquisition and installation costs, equipment, materials, administrative,
printing and permitting costs, engineering and inspection fees and costs, traffic control,
sedimentation control, landscaping and turf establishment, consultant and legal fees, related
improvements, related easement or land acquisition, net interest on borrowings and other
financing costs, and other expenses related to the project and its financing. The Town Council
shall determine the scope and particulars of the project and may reduce or modify the project
scope; and the entire appropriation may be expended on the project as so reduced or modified.

(b) That the Town issue its bonds or notes in an amount not to exceed THREE
HUNDRED THOUSAND DOLLARS ($300,000) to finance the appropriation for the project.
The bonds or notes shall be issued pursuant to Section 7-259 or Sections 22a-475 to 22a-483 of
the General Statutes of Connecticut, Revision of 1958, as amended, and any other enabling acts.
The bonds or notes shall be general obligations of the Town secured by the irrevocable pledge of
the full faith and credit of the Town.

(©) That the estimated cost of the project described above is THREE HUNDRED
THOUSAND DOLLARS ($300,000).

(d) That no amount has been included in the Town budget for the current or any
Jrevious year in anticipation of such bond issue.



(d That no amount has been included in the Town budget for the current or any
previous year in anticipation of such bond issue.

(e) That the period of usefulness of such project is not less than thirty years, as
evidenced by the certificate of the Town Engineer filed with the Town Council and hereby
approved.

® That the Town issue and renew its temporary notes or interim funding obligations
from time to time in anticipation of the receipt of the proceeds from the sale of the bonds, notes,
or obligations for the sewer project and the receipt of sewer grants. The amount of the notes or
obligations outstanding at any time shall not exceed THREE HUNDRED THOUSAND
DOLLARS ($300,000). The notes shall be issued pursuant to Sections 7-264 and 7-378 or
Sections 22a-475 to 22a-483 of the General Statutes of Connecticut, Revision of 1958, as
amended. The notes or obligations shall be general obligations of the Town secured by the
irrevocable pledge of the full faith and credit of the Town. The Town shall comply with the
provisions of Section 7-378a and 7-378b of the General Statutes with respect to any temporary
notes if the notes do not mature within the time permitted by said Sections 7-264 or 7-378, and
the Town shall comply with the provisions of Section 22a-479(c) with respect to any interim
funding obligations.

(g) The Town Manager or the Deputy Town Manager and the Director of Finance or
the Treasurer shall sign the bonds, notes or temporary notes by their manual or facsimile
signatures. The law firm of Day Pitney LLP is designated as bond counsel to approve the legality
of the bonds, notes or temporary notes. The Town Manager or the Deputy Town Manager and
the Director of Finance or the Treasurer are authorized to determine the amount, dates, interest
rates, maturities, redemption provisions, form and other details of the bonds, notes or temporary
notes; to designate one or more bank or trust companies to be certifying bank, registrar, transfer
agent and paying agent for the bonds, notes or temporary notes; to provide for the keeping of a
record of the bonds, notes or temporary notes; to designate a financial advisor to the Town in
connection with the sale of the bonds, notes or temporary notes; to sell and deliver the bonds,

notes or temporary notes; and to perform all other acts which are necessary or appropriate to
issue the bonds, notes or temporary notes.

(h) That the Town hereby declares its official intent under Federal Income Tax
Regulation Section 1.150-2 that project costs may be paid from temporary advances of available
funds and that the Town reasonably expects to reimburse any such advances from the proceeds
of borrowings in an aggregate principal amount not in excess of the amount of borrowing
authorized above for the project. The Town Manager or the Deputy Town Manager and the
Director of Finance or the Treasurer are authorized to amend such declaration of official intent as
they deem necessary or advisable and to bind the Town pursuant to such representations and
covenants as they deem necessary or advisable in order to maintain the continued exemption
from federal income taxation of interest on the bonds, notes or temporary notes authorized by
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this resolution if issued on a tax-exempt basis, including covenants to pay rebates of investment
earnings to the United States in future years.

(1) That the Town Manager or the Deputy Town Manager and the Director of
Finance or the Treasurer are authorized to make representations and enter into written
agreements for the benefit of holders of the bonds, notes or temporary notes to provide secondary
market disclosure information, which agreements may include such terms as they deem
advisable or appropriate in order to comply with applicable laws or rules pertaining to the sale or
purchase of such bonds, notes or temporary notes.

() That the Town Council is authorized to construct the project, to approve
expenditures incurred for the project, and to contract with engineers, contractors and others on
behalf of the Town for said project.

k) That the Town Manager or the Deputy Town Manager and the Director of
Finance or the Treasurer are authorized to apply for and accept federal and state grants to help
finance the appropriation for the sewer project. Any grant proceeds may be used to pay project
costs or principal and interest on bonds, notes, temporary notes or obligations.

()] That the Town Manager or the Deputy Town Manager and the Director of
Finance or the Treasurer, on behalf of the Town, are authorized to apply for and accept state
grants to finance the appropriation for the project and state loans to finance the project, and to
enter into any grant or loan agreement prescribed by the State, and the Town Manager or the
Deputy Town Manager and the Director of Finance or the Treasurer are authorized to take any
other actions necessary to obtain such grants or loans pursuant to Section 22a-479 of the
Connecticut General Statutes, Revision of 1958, as amended, or to any other present or future
legislation, or to implement such grant or loan agreements.

(m) That the Town Council, the Town Manager, the Deputy Town Manager, the
Town Engineer, the Director of Finance, the Treasurer and other proper officers and officials of
the Town are authorized to take all other action which is necessary or desirable to construct and
complete the project and to issue bonds, notes or temporary notes to finance the aforesaid
appropriation. In the event that costs of the project are in excess of the amount hereby
appropriated therefor, it is the intent of the Town to supplement the appropriation with an
appropriation from available funds.

(n) That this Ordinance shall become effective twenty (20) days after publication of

notice of passage thereof in at least two newspapers having major and substantial circulation in
the Town.
