MINUTES OF THE TOWN COUNCIL MEETING
OF THE TOWN OF SOUTHINGTON
June 14, 2010

The Town Council of the Town of Southington held a public hearing
and a regular meeting on Monday, June 14, 2010. Edward S. Pocock, IIT,
Chairman, called the public hearing portion of the meeting to order at
7:00 o'clock, p.m.

7:00 PM - Public Hearing — Proposed construction of sanitary sewers
beginning at #185 Mount Vernon Road and proceeding north 1100 1f to
the intersection of Mount Vernon Road with Frost Street

John Dobbins noted for the record the sewer department sent out
20 certified letters to the properties affected by this potential
sanitary sewer construction and received 20 receipts back. All
property owners responded they received the certified mail letter.

Anthony Tranquillo, Director of Public Works/Town Engineer
introduced the application. He noted the town received some interest
for this section of road, going northerly from 185 to Frost Street.
We feel we have the vast majority of the people there in favor.

Michelle Lagana, 216 Mount Vernon Road. She spoke in favor of
the sewers. She discussed the research she did on the property in her
area and the high water table. She spoke about the financial hardship
aspect of this project. Hopefully this goes through.

Sharon Cello, 267 Mount Vernon Road. Spoke in favor of the
sewers. It’1l]l be a matter of time before we have to replace our
septic system.

Joseph Poulin, 230 Mount Vernon. My wife and I live there. They
had installed a brand new septic system just two years ago which cost
us $20,000. I like the idea of sewers but my system right now is only
two years old. That’d be a big imposition on us as we are on a fixed
income financially. I wish you would consider this.



Discussion about the mailing they received. Why don’t you have a
sheet that offers both options: We the residents want . . . . . or We
the residents do not want

Kevin Bernard, 262 Mount Vernon Road and 258 Mount Vernon Road.
Spoke in favor of the sewers on behalf of both properties. My system
is failing now and I'm delighted this petition is here now.

Marcia Diephouse, 284 Mount Vernon Road. Spoke in favor of the
sewer system. The system they have is old and may need to be replaced
soon.

Doreen Lagana, I live at 246 Mount Vernon Road with my mother,
Eiizabeth. We also own 206. Spoke in favor of the sewers.

Bert Roy, 211 Mount Vernon Road and I also own 195. I replaced
both septic systems at a considerable cost. I'm retired now. I don’t
understand why we have to pay for the plumbing in the road if we don’t
want or need the system now. In the future, if we have to hook up,
then we’ll pay it.

Phyllis Poitras, 281 Mount Vernon Road, on the corner of Frost
and Mt. Vernon. I would be for the sewers but it is a big financial
hardship for me right now. Because I’'m on the corner, could I be
excluded from the project?

Mr. Tranquillo explained she could be excluded. We could stop the
sewer just short of your property.

Ms. Poitras confirmed she was opposed to the project.

Speaker asked if she’s on the corner and we’re right across the
street and we want the sewer, does that mean if she doesn’t want it,
we don’t get it? Mr. Tranquillo explained it is complicated. If you
want it, we’ll have to cross her property, so we would have to serve
her, also.

Michael Czywczynski, 335 Mount Vernon Road. I’'m kind of neutral.
He just addressed a couple of questions to the Council. He is not
part of this project.

Barbara Shaw Borkowski, 222 Mount Vernon Road. I'm at the bottom
of the hill. Spoke in opposition to the sewer system. She spoke
about a drainage problem she had on her property and the town’s
promise in the past to get her a storm drain. Mr. Tranquillo
explained the sewer project and how the drainage would be improved
with storm drainage.

She reiterated it would be an extreme financial hardship on her.

Stephen Nichols, 221 Mount Vernon Road. Spoke of the financial
hardship involved here. Why is it yes or no? Why can’t you consider



installing it later when the costs are known and the people can plan.
Consider the shades of gray in-between.

Attorney Sciota, at the request of the Chair, explained the Sewer
Act.

Mr. Barry brought up the assumption that if someone signs the
petition that constitutes a yes. He gave background on a hearing that
was held when he was Chair; he never used the signing of the petition
as constituting a yes. They have to come to the public hearing to be
officially on the record, yes or no.

The Chair commented when you have a 50/50 on a sewer issue, it is
never going to leave everybody in the room happy. He cited the Sewer
Act which Attorney Sciota explained further.

Richard Parks, 292 Frost Street. Can we make an exception for
those who vote in favor of this as to their existing septic systems,

when they fail, they can hook up.

Attorney Sciota pointed out in the Sewer Act it says that within
5 years you must hook up.

There was a discussion regarding the assessable cost and the tie
in cost. I hope you will just consider my suggestion, if you could.

Appreciate that.

Harold Cochrane of 299 Frost Street. Discussed the new houses on
Lovely Lane. Are they going to be tied in?

Discussion of the sewers going to the ski area.

Hearing no further comments, the Chair closed the public hearing.

(The public hearing was adjourned at 7:46 o’clock, p.m.)

Councilwoman Stephanie Urillo reported today is June 14", Flag Day.

IT. Minutes

Mr. Palmieri made a motion to approve as presented. Mr. Dobbins
seconded. Motion passed unanimously on a voice vote.

III. Councilmanic Communications

Dr. Urillo reported last Tuesday at noon I had the pleasure of
going to the Corner Café at Southington High School for the luncheon
to celebrate the top ten scholars at Southington High School. Each of
the top ten scholars brought somebody that made a difference in their
lives. Examples given.

I'd like to recognize the ten scholars for their achievements and
wish them as well as all the graduating members of the Class of 2010
Southington High School best wishes in their future careers and
endeavors.

Listed the top ten students.

Dr. Natelli asked us all to consider reaching out to Bread for
Life. They are in need of food at this wvulnerable time. Please think
about that and if you can make a donation.

Secondly, I’'d ask to add to the Agenda a Proclamation to the
Southington Boys Volleyball Team. Friday night they won the Class L
Championship. Two of our players are playing in the All Star State
Tournament this evening. We’re hoping the team shows up between 8:30
and 9:00 pm.

The Chair responded when they come in, we’ll bring them right up.

Mr. D’Angelo talked about analyzing the methods of our
negotiations with town employees and unions. We have a negotiator now
who works and has worked in Southington for many years. I think we
should review that practice and look at all alternatives on how we do
negotiate with town employees and who we use to negotiate with town
employees. I’d like to pursue that a little further.

The Chair agreed that it was a fabulous idea. He appointed three
people to look into that: Mr. D’Angelo, Mr. Romano & Mr. Leary, from
the finance board. Hopefully, you would lead it. Mr. D’Angelo said he
appreciated that and he would be in contact with Mr. Romano and Mr.
Leary.

Mr. D’Angelo stated, concerning North Center School, I know the
feasibility committee had a feasibility study done on North Center
School. He would like to see that report. And, also an update on
what is going on with North Center School.

The Chair said the committee has looked at different
alternatives. They want to come back with more details and options.



The Chair said the feasibility study is available to review.

Attorney Sciota said the next meeting of the committee is July
6. An alternative plan is being look at. As to the feasibility
study, this is a sub-committee that in executive session had a review
of the feasibility study. This is a BOE sub-committee and working
through my office and the Superintendent’s office, you can get a copy
of the report.

Mr. D’Angelo spoke about the Water protection plan pamphlets he
received in the mail; one from the water department, one from the
Safety Valve Company and one from the Home Service Company for water
protection. I'm getting calls from concerned people regarding these
plans. It is getting complicated. There should be some clarification
by the water department as to how and who to contact if they have
questions.

Attorney Sciota said he would contact the water department’s
legal counsel or Tom West and see if there is a central number that
people could call if they had questions on any of these programs.

The Chair suggested even something on the website.

Attorney D’Angelo brought up the sewer protection plan from the
Safety Valve Company. Did the sewer committee do any more about that?
I know it was tabled; they backed off and then did it on their own.

Mr. Dobbins explained why the Safety Valve program backed out
from the sewer portion. We wanted to step back, take a look at what
the water department was doing with their program and look at maybe
potentially having the town do a program at some point. Currently, we
can’t do anything like that with our reserve fund.

Mr. D’Angelo lastly brought up an executive session meeting with
the BOF and the Town Council regarding the finance department. Can
there be an executive session soon, maybe next meeting to talk about
the finance department and the structure of it.

The Chair suggested that at the next meeting, June 28", 2010 they
could have that executive session.

Mr. Palmieri spoke about attending the Relay for Life. I was
there along with the Chairman and Mr. D’Angelo. I’d like to
acknowledge Rosemary Champagne, Mary DeCroce and Joyce Macaloon who

were the organizers of the event for all of their hard work. The
whole event just shows what a caring community we live in. The amount
of money raised for cancer research is phenomenal. I’d like to thank

all who participated as well as the three organizers of the event.



Mr. Palmieri asked about the West Street Planning Committee, is
there any update on that?

Zaya Oshana is Chairman of that planning & zoning subcommittee for the
West Street/Northwest Quadrant of the town. The Council liaison is
Dr. Urillo. Mr. Oshana will be asked for a report to be emailed to
the council.

Ms.Miceli gave a brief update on the movie at the drive-in. For
nine Saturdays over the summer, we have this fun family movie series
coming to our drive in which is community owned. She explained the

function of the committee and the donations and volunteerism.

The first movie is June 26 with the last being Saturday, August
28"™. For $10 a carload for Southington residents and $12 a carload
for non-residents. It’'s $2 if you’re a walk in. If a walk in, you
need to bring a chair and a portable radio.

Gates open at 6:00 pm and the feature is at sunset. Come on out
and catch a movie at the drive in. There are food vendors, on site,
as well. A win/win.

It will be advertised every week in the newspaper. Our website

has it, Channel 14 has it. Lots of different places to secure that
information.

The marquis will say which civic group is hosting and the movie
being shown.

Mr. Barry comented on the Senior Citizen Commission’s extensive
survey regarding transportation needs for our senior citizens in
Southington. He acknowledged Lynne Machi, Marlene Carbone and Sandra
Micalizzi, the subcommittee, for their hard work to be sure that the
survey 1is out there for people that use the service.

He explained the function of the Senior Citizen Commission is to
make sure that the entire department is running efficiently and
effectively. If you have not received a survey and want to fill one
out, you can contact the Calendar House. Bob Verderame, the Director,
is working hard to make sure that our senior citizens, the Calendar
House and the Commission works well together. I thank him for the
work that he’s doing to be sure the best possible transportation for
our senior citizens is provided.

The Chair commented the feedback on the survey is fantastic.
The Chair advised regarding Relay for Life, on the 29™ of June, I

have invited Ms. Champagne to be at the Council meeting to receive a
Southington Town Council pin for her community leadership.



She has not only survived the insidious disease known as cancer,
but also organized these events year after year and year. This
woman’s strength amazes me and it was very inspiring going to this

event and watching her and the others that were there. This is a big
deal. Another reason to be proud to be from Southington. They’'re a
phenomenal group of people, along with the caregivers. A very special
time.

IV. Report of Special Committees
A. Sewer Committee

Mr. Dobbins reported the East Summer Street By Pass project was
completed about a week and a half ago.

The request for sewer lateral connections, I believe, we had the
Town Council ask us to look at that. We did look at information from
six local towns concerning their ordinances for mandatory sanitary
sewer connections. After review, the committee recommended the town
not make any changes on its current five year policy. It was a
unanimous vote.

As to sewer dumping fees, we had a request from two local sewer
haulers to review our sewer dumping fees. After a presentation by Mr.
Degioia on the cost, it was determined our cost to clean up did not
take into account the additional methanol we had to purchase for the
denite plant and removal of grease from the septic which has more

grease than the normal sewer discharge. The committee recommended not
to change the current rate structure on that. That was unanimous, as
well.

The Queen Street Pump Station request for quote. The
subcommittee on June 8™ interviewed four firms. All checks have been
completed and we will be holding a special meeting Wednesday at 4:30
pm in Mr. Weichsel’s office to announce the award of that.

Stonegate update is a regular item on the Agenda. (1) The East
Street repairs have been completed. Two areas needed construction.
One was a cracked pipe and another was fixing the “y”. (2) The
committee reviewed the Sump Pump Relocation Ordinance. It was tabled
for further review by the Town Attorney due to some questions. (3) A
request from Mr. Stonkus was also tabled. He was requesting

reimbursement for items not covered by insurance due to the incident
which happened the last week of March and first week of April. The
committee is looking for documentation. The Town Attorney will be
looking at that and reporting back to us to have closure on the
matter.



B. Public Works Committee

The bulky waste transfer station equipment ie: scanners and
laptops, is starting to get past the debugging stage. There was 630
vehicles this weekend and last year the count was closer to 1200. We

should all be encouraged the permit process is working.

To-date 4,670 permits have been issued. Two people were turned
away this last week because they showed up without the permit sticker.
So please, get your permit stickers.

The streetlight maintenance program - Pro Energy Lighting is in
their first month of contract with the town. I do have to say the
staff is extremely pleased with the subcontractor’s performance.

The Lazy Lane and Spring Street reconstruction project is one
that the committee looked at in-depth. There are cost overruns. We
looked at each item line by line with the staff and we were satisfied.
We found the costs to be responsible. They were items we needed to do
and the pricing was fair. There was an escalation on liquid asphalt
which is a common practice. Explained.

We recommended to the BOF to approve that and it is in the
meeting Minutes of the BOF.

In response to a query by Mr. D'’Angelo the escalation costs were
discussed further.

Mr. Tranquillo explained a Class B job as compared to a Class A
job with costs.

Mr. Palmieri suggested in the future a thorough engineering
analysis could be done.

C. Emergency Medical Services Committee

Dr. Natelli introduced a contract agreement between the TOS and

AMR who provides our emergency medical services. We are looking to
renew the contract for another two years. He explained the changes in
the contract which were not significant. He did note the liability as

moved up to $10 million.

Attorney Sciota discussed the use of the chase car for response
was tightened up a little bit. AMR agreed to every change the
subcommittee recommended except for the technology one which we will
work with them over the next two years.

After comments, Mr. Barry stated it is important that AMR know
there is major oversight and they are being looked at very closely.
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Dr. Natelli also explained the town does not pay for this service
and AMR gets paid upon billing for completion of service with the
patient.

The recommendation is to approve this later on in the Agenda.
D. Historical Society

The Chair advised Mr. Secondo has agreed to be the Council’s
representative to the Historical Society and they have a presentation
tonight.

Art Secondo, South Main Street, Plantsville. This group is here
tonight to tell you they are the keepers of the historical gate in
this town.

I have asked the leaders to give some brief remarks. And, I ask
you to please listen to them. Think about them and they really need
your support. They are working very hard to preserve the history of
our town.

Ken DiMauro, Acting President of the Historical Society. This
year, 2010, will be a very important year in Southington for the
Historical Society. It’s our 45" anniversary.

He explained the successful events they have held since he has
been President: a bus tour of town and the 2" graders from Hatton
School toured downtown Southington and the South End Schoolhouse.

It is very important for volunteers to come forward. We Jjust
finished a $17,000 renovation of the inside of our historic building.
He explained they redid the floors and the lighting.

Distributed pamphlets asking for the Town Council members to
become supporters of the Historical Society and possible members
during our anniversary year.

Around Labor Day we will be kicking off our anniversary year and
we will be holding some specialized events in August, September or
October to commemorate the Historical Society.

Fern Wildman Shreirer, 199 Rolling Hill Lane, Southington. I am
so excited to be here tonight. I appreciate your support and the work
you have done.

She explained the exhibits that are up and running and those
which are planned to be on exhibit in the future.

Cynthia Martel, the Treasurer for the Historical Society
explained the financial situation of the society in the past years.
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I congratulate our members. We have an all volunteer board and
committee. We get no money. Our board and committee members donate a
lot of their own money to keep things such as our scholarship,

printing, postage and fundraising programs for speakers. We do have
membership fees, but they are very low. It’s not enough to pay the
bills.

We want to continue our programs. We did some renovation but

there is still more renovation that needs to be done to keep the
building in fairly good shape. With all your help, we will be able
hopefully to continue more programs as Fern outlined.

Joe Angelillo, Meriden Avenue. We are looking for volunteers and
new members. I have some applications with me. We need help. Our
budget is around $2,000 and that is not much. I'm so proud of
Southington.

Carl Sokolowski, 133 Main Street. I'm your Town Historian and a
member of the Historical Society. Any organization that has the
responsibility for receiving and holding items there is always the
concern about how do you inventory them?

He explained the wvarious inventory method used over the years.

We have determined that we are going to use modern technology,
computers, to inventory the items we have as a Society. We’ve
acquired a software system as is used in much of the world for museums
and libraries. We have 8000 items we will keep track of. It’ll have
a number, a picture taken of it and a description as well as the
location where it is stored.

The Chair stated with unanimous consent he’d like to go off the
Agenda at this minute and allow this Proclamation to be issued to the
mempbers of the Volley Ball Team.

Dr. Natelli introduced the wvolley ball team collectively and gave
a little history of the team.

Mr. Palmieri presented the Proclamation (wording of which is on
file in the Town Manager’s Office). Attachment 1

The Coach of the volley ball team said a few words. He explained
starting the program in 2003 and how it has evolved. A reason why
we’'re so successful is these guys enjoy themselves playing and they
play hard for the coach, the school, the athletic director and you the
town. We continue to fight hard and play and have fun.

Thank you.
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E. Education Capital Bonding Committee

Dr. Urillo stated there were two items on the Agenda. One is for
the asbestos floor abatement at Kelley Elementary School. After
considering three bids, it was awarded to Abatement Plus for $41,425.

The second project is gate fences around the gas meters at both
Derynoski and Kennedy Schools. Yankee Gas asked for fencing to be put
in with locks to prevent vandalism in the area. The quote was awarded
to Central Fence Company in Milldale for $1200 each.

Mr. D’Angelo asked since now all the projects are completed with
the last group of bonds, is the committee disbanded? Are the accounts
all closed at this point?

Attorney Sciota responded the committee, to the best of his
knowledge, is not disbanded, but the accounts, the original bonding;
those will all be closed out.

The Chair stated that is something to be explored.

Mr. D’Angelo was wondering if there was thought of putting more
money in the account or looking for more bonding.

The Chair said the BOE has a lot of plans, so we will take it one
step at a time. He would have communication with Mr. Goralski in the
future.

V. Town Manager’s Report and Communications
A. Report of Board of Finance

The Chair stated there are some questions regarding an item with
the parks, when that comes up, I would ask that be extracted from the
BOF report to be put on the table separate to talk about this.

Mr. Weichsel asked if there were other questions on the BOF
report.
(No response)

B. Annual CMED Communications System Agreement (Attachment 2)

Mr. Weichsel reported this is guite an important element of our
public safety, particularly the ambulances. They are in total contact
with any hospital in the State of Connecticut and deal with a
particular surgeon or doctor anywhere if they have to do something
instantly while coming to a case. This is an annual matter and we
recommend approval.

Mr. D’Angelo asked about the dead zones in town. Mr. Weichsel
said that is an on-going difficulty. I will check with Chuck Motes.

Dr. Natelli said there has been letters back and forth, but it
has not yet been resolved. But they are working on a solution.

VI. Town Attorney’s Report
A. Barnes Museum Roof Grant (Attachment 3).

Attorney Sciota explained a matching grant we wish to apply for
the roof at the museum. The first step is to get a report of the roof
condition so we can apply for the major grant which we will need in
the future. This is a matching grant. The library board of trustees
has put in $7,850. And, then the Connecticut Culture and Tourism will
match that giving us enough to get the study done. Then we will be
able to apply for grants that we are eligible for.

The Town Building and Maintenance Committee will also be looking
at this once we get to the next level.

The roof does need repair. We hope to move forward with this
tonight and we’re looking for action later in the Agenda.

A little housekeeping I wanted to do tonight. This regards the
documentation from the AOB Ordinance. I want to put on the record
before it goes into effect next week, that we have submitted the
documentation into the record and I need a poll, as we did with the
PzZC, if you would, just poll the committee that they’ve reviewed the
documents prior to their vote at the last meeting.

The Chair asked each member:

Motion
passed on a majority voice vote with Dr. Urillo opposed.
