MINUTES OF THE TOWN COUNCIL MEETING
OF THE TOWN OF SOUTHINGTON
April 26, 2010

The Town Council of the Town of Southington held a public hearing
and a regular meeting on Monday, April 26, 2010. Edward S. Pocock,
ITII, Chairman, called the meeting to order at 7:01 o'clock, p.m.

Public Hearing: On the Town Budget for 2010-2011

The Chair welcomed everyone to the public hearing tonight on the
Town Budget for 2010-2011. I ask tonight please to keep the comments
civil and not personal. And, address the facts. I also ask that the
comments be limited to three to five minutes. A lot of folks are
going to want to talk and we want everybody to have a fair time behind
the microphone.

I'd like to recognize BOF Chairman Wayne Stanforth to present the
Town budgets to the Town Council.

WAYNE STANFORTH: Good evening. I am Chairman of the BOF, a
taxpayer and a small business owner. I present our budget to you
tonight and I will briefly highlight certain features.

We worked to put forward a responsible budget with a .84 mill

increase. The Town Manager’s budget called for a 6.7 percent increase
in general government operational spending. We reduced this increase
by over $1.2 million. One-third of the cuts came from the capital

budget; however we kept the $125,000 of taxpayer money for Rec Park
development. And, $163,000 was cut from the $7 million police
department request but no positions were eliminated or services
reduced. The BOF made no cuts to the Calendar House or Community
Services in these economic times.

With regards to the BOE budget, we reduced their request by
$800,000 in an attempt to balance the needs of the school system with
those of the taxpayers.



You will hear from two groups tonight, those who think we cut too
much and those who think we didn’t cut enough. We trust the BOE and
the school administration to prioritize their services based upon the
budget we approved.

We now respectfully present this budget to you, the Town Council,
for your consideration. Over the next two weeks of discussions, we
will make ourselves available to answer any questions or clarify any
points you may have.

Thank you.
The Chair called on the Vice Chair of the BOE, Terri Carmody.

TERRI CARMODY: She indicated she was speaking for Brian Goralski
tonight and she read his statement.

The Southington BOE is incredibly appreciative of the time and
dedication that your board and BOF have put into this budget process.
We are also incredibly proud that we presented a responsible budget
that maintains the quality school system we have worked so diligently
to build. BAs a board, we passed this budget unanimously together with
Dr. Erardi, Ms. DiNello and the entire administrative team we have
honestly and openly presented this budget to the community. I would
like to thank them for their tireless commitment to a budget that
reflects the needs of Southington’s children.

We respect the work of the BOF in their review of our budget and
understand the decision they made based upon the impact it has upon
our community. That being said, we continue to support our budget as
presented and respectively asked that you not consider further
reductions.

Our budget as originally proposed maintained all programs and
services currently in place for Southington students. The recommended
budget before you this evening will result in a reduction of services
to Southington students and change the shape of our school system for
the next year.

Like you, we look forward to the input of Southington residents
this evening. I am confident this community supports what is best for
children and the value of a strong educational system. We are hopeful
for your support of the BOE budget and what we believe is best for the
children of our entire community.

The BOE has been respectful to the budget process and the
responsibilities each board has. As we move forward, we are confident
that all the three boards involved will share responsibility for the
outcomes and decisions of the budget process.

The BOE, Dr. Erardi, Mrs. DiNello and the entire administrative
team are available for any questions and concerns this evening and
until the final adoption of the budget.



Thank you again for all your work and doing what is best for all
of Southington.

The Chair called on Dr. Erardi.

DR. ERARDI: This evening I am quite certain you will hear from
members of this community who will most likely share their personal
thoughts on the spending plan for this town. The speakers will share
very different points of view. My intent this evening is to be very
brief.

I'’d like to share only three factual items with you tonight:

(1) Confirmed by the State of Connecticut, it is a fact that
the school board spending plan is over $700 less per child compared to
districts that look like and feel like Southington.

(2) Confirmed by a scientific study recently completed by
UCONN, it is a fact that this community is lean with staff and rich
with results compared to all other school districts in Connecticut.

(3) Confirmed by the following evidence, it is a fact that the
Southington BOE has been pace-setting in this state, in New England
and in this country with alternative funding streams for public
schools, programming and staffing demonstrated by

- developing private foundation donors

- authentic learning experiences

- business simulations with high school students
- community partners

- parent teacher organizations

- Southington Education Foundation.

In sum, over a half million dollars of funding that provides
opportunity is illustrated by

- grant funded breakfast program currently operates in three
schools and will expand to eight schools next year

- emerging family resource center - no dollars from the
operational plan, functions outside of operational dollars and offers
opportunities to parents and preschoolers in nearly every school

- rich cultural arts program that we’re proud is fully funded
by our parent partnership

- extensive administrative (inaudible) program that we’re
proud of embraced by CCSU as we’re a teaching and learning district



- expanded enrichment program during this summer and summers
to be that we’re proud of at no cost to the operational plan.

In regards to efficiencies with purchasing and spending, I’'d like
Ms. Sherri DiNello, our business director, to take a moment to inform
you of the school board’s present work in this area.

SHERRI DINELLO: I have been asked to share some cost avoidance
and savings initiatives implemented by the Southington public schools
and I have three specific items in regards to energy:

- District completed lighting retrofit project through a
program offered by the Capital Regional Educational Council last year.
We are being recognized this Friday by the State of Connecticut OPM,
the DPUC and DEP as a summer saver award winner for the reduction in
kilowatt hours and reducing peak demand at Southington High School.

- Our contract for electric generation expired last fall. We
took the lead in inviting school districts from around the state to
join us in a cooperative effort to bid for the generation of
electricity. We were allowed to lock in at an even lower rate from
last year.

- An energy summit was held in the fall of 2008 in an effort
to reduce power use. We send information that was an outcome from
this summit to staff annually to remind them of good practices.

Our electricity budget request is $68,000 less than the current
year budget even though we have added square footage and technology at
both Plantsville and South End elementary schools because of the
mentioned deficiencies.

In the area of purchasing, we continue to participate in the
Connecticut Consortium for Cooperative Purchasing with over 100 school
districts in Connecticut. This provides substantial cost savings on
classroom, art, office, health supplies and including the purchase of
paper. We extend the option for town departments to also buy from the
same bid.

Our use of email, phone messaging system and websites for posting
reduces the cost of postage.

Our parent portal opened in January to parents of our secondary
schools students to once again reduce the cost of postage.

In the area of special education, we recently provided additional
data on the transportation costs of our special ed students to CREC
for an analysis to try to reduce costs. We would like to join area
districts that transport students to the same special ed programs
outside of the district to save additional funds.



I take great pride in the work of our school system and will
continue to look for additional efficiencies that we can implement
within the district.

DR. ERARDI: 1In closing, we have talked about programming,
numbers and efficiencies and cost avoidance. That is not what the
school board represents. We represent children.

I'’d 1like to share with you what I sent to our team last night:

Tomorrow evening there will be extensive conversation about
numbers. If the only number that really matters is the number one.
The school board’s operational plan has been marginalized with fiscal
support that eliminated us from offering optimal programs to even one
child, we have failed.

I thank you for being community leaders in these difficult times.
I applaud the time you have put in to prepare for this evening and for
May 10

I am pleased we are in partnership to do what is best for this
community. We look forward to our continued work together and we
remain available for questions you may have in the next few weeks.

Thank you.

The Chair advised he received several communications via email
and they have been provided to the Town Clerk. Most of them were in
favor of the BOE budget. They will be posted with the Minutes. T
want that clear and on the record.

The microphone is open to the public. I ask you to keep your
comments limited to 3 to 5 minutes. At the 5-minute mark there will
be a bell that will sound and I ask you to respect that and respect
the speakers at the microphone.

PAMELA J. DEPAOLO: President of DePaolo Furniture on Center
Street and I live at 54 Delahunty Drive in Southington.

She expressed her opinion that the proposed increased by the BOF
is a little bit on the steep side. She explained some of the problems
of the business owner in these economic times.

She felt a 2 or 2.5 percent would be more realistic than the 4
percent proposed.

Other solutions should be found in lieu of taxing property owners
across the board.

JACKI WILLIMETZ: 384 Hobart Street. She spoke in favor of
restoring the $11,000 to the park and rec budget for the skateboard
park at Sloper’s Camp. She is in support of not decreasing the budget
but maybe increasing it. Even just some of the amount so we could



pursue some fund raising efforts in town to continue that. They need
the funding for maintenance of the skate park and for adult
supervision and liability issues. I would appreciate your
consideration of that.

MIKE SUDOL: Charles Street. I am not in favor of increasing the
budget 3.9 percent this year. I can’t afford it.

The school budget increases involved this year need to be cut.

You could go to paid programs after school, look at new insurance
programs, wasteful spending and administration costs could be looked
at.

KEN MORAVAK: 57 Ladyslipper Lane. I'm very against the proposed
budget. The economy is terrible.

Increased taxes are just another burden that is going to be hard
to finance.

Please reconsider the budget. When times are good you expand but
when the times are bad you contract.

VICTORIA TRIANO: 33 Belleview Avenue. Spoke in support of the
Council and encouraged them to forge ahead doing what’s right and with
a vision for Southington.

She then spoke in favor of the drive in property project. She
would like to see the project completed for the community. There is
some money in there and I believe it has been withdrawn by the BOF. I
hope that you would consider the money to complete the program for the
drive in theater. It will impact the entire community. Not just for
children or just for seniors. It’s for the entire community.

MIKE RICCIO: 100 0Ol1ld State Road. I’'m here tonight to speak in
favor of maintaining the money that’s been left in the budget for the
drive in theater property. I will come before you soon with what we
plan on doing with the move theater part of the project.

We will be hopefully presenting a budget neutral venue there that
will not be a burden on the budget. We have lined up tremendous
volunteer networks to get this job done.

It’s a community project that we are going to build. The
football field, the pavilion, the parking lots. We’re not asking for
a lot. It will be utilized by the entire community for many years to

come in the form of very inexpensive entertainment in tough times.

There’s never a good year to spend money. This is a unique
project that will benefit everybody and I ask you to support it.



ANNE MARIE CONNATY: 1237 Mount Vernon Road. I think a 3.9
percent increase in these economic times is really absurd.

I'm all for education but we are not equitable with our dollars
any more. The Town of Southington is going to pot all for the good of
the children. I’'m for the good of the children too but you need to
open your minds and think hard. You have to go with the will of the
people.

SANDRA FELD: 821 Glacier Way. If no changes are made to cut the
BOE proposed budget, Southington’s budget increase will be 2 to 3
times higher than other area municipalities and all because of a huge
4.5% increase in the BOE budget.

The town government budget, approximately half the BOE budget,
was cut twice as much as the BOE budget. What sense does this make?

The BOF has shown a total disregard for the welfare of all the
citizens.

Please reduce the BOE budget increase to 2.9 percent.

ARTHUR CYR: 103 Berlin Avenue. I am in opposition to the
proposed budget that’s been sent to you by the BOF. This budget is
not fair, it’s not reasonable and it’s not equitable to the taxpayers
and residents of Southington.

Most of the BOF’s budget decisions regarding the BOE budget were
either predetermined with discussion or determined in party caucuses
hidden from the public and without the benefit of experienced input
from other members of the BOF.

I was there when they got done with four nights of workshop
deliberations totaling dozens of hours and much input and over $1.2
million in reductions to the general government budget of $45 million.

The total time they spent that night discussing the BOE budget of
nearly $80 million lasted less than 10 minutes. I was incredulous.

The budget process was discussed citing years past.

Spoke about the tax abatement program as being able to get more
and more businesses to get in this town.

I think the Southington schools have not Jjust survived but have
flourished for many years based on reasonable budgets presented by
previous BOFs.

You are our first and last line of defense for the residents of
Southington. You have time and wisdom to make an informed decision
regarding this budget in the best interest of the Town of Southington.



SUSAN SAUCIER: 481 Flanders Street. I'm the Director of
Southington Youth Services. I am here to ask for support and
consideration of restoring the $11,000 that the BOF cut from the parks
and recreation department which helps support the skate park at the
YMCA Camp Sloper that all Southington youth have access to.

It’s physical exercise, an outdoor activity, responds to
complaints of downtown businesses and the police.

STEPS is responding to youth suggestions to make accessibility to
the skate park better: transportation, increased hours, better
advertising and availability of refreshments.

I ask you to restore the $11,000 to the park and rec budget and
allow us to continue to work on the skate park issue.

RICHARD POST: 193 Winding Ridge. I am very disappointed in the
proposed 3.9 percent budget. You are spending the money of the
residents of the town and it’s very typical for governments to forget

that.

This increase is going to be 3150 to 3400 or more per resident in
town. Is that what you really want?

This is the year where the teachers have no pay increase —--- very
commendable. Budgets have been held to a 2 or 2.5 percent increase.
And, some town budgets have been flat for 2 years.

You have to think about this more strategically and longer term.

Speculation on money from the state. He suggested:
- act like a business spending the money you take in.

- health care, increase co-pays, require more out of pocket
spending, increase expenses for smokers.

- regionalize purchasing across the board.

- furloughs, cut back on overtime.

- Non union administrator’s pay is based on the calendar year
and not on the fiscal year which the town budget covers. Question
that increase in salaries --- will they get a raise after the budget

has been decided upon.

Hold the line at no more than a 2 percent increase to the entire
budget. More than that is ludicrous.



I would really like all of the elected folks to not just consider
their vote on partisan lines.

Think long term. People who are elected are up for re-election
potentially and people tend not to forget tax increases.

LISA OLSON: 242 Mandel Drive. Spoke in favor of the BOE budget.
They are simply asking for the funds they need to maintain, not
improve, but maintain the current level of services.

I would love to see you reinstate the $800,000 cut from the BOE
budget. 1In lieu of that, I ask you approve the BOF’s recommendation
and make no further cuts.

PAT MAZZARELLA: 90 Apple Gate, Southington, CT. I’'m here not
only as a parent and grandparent but as the President of the
Southington Administrator’s Association.

She spoke in favor of restoring the $800,000 cut from the BOE
budget by the BOF.

HEIDI MATUSIK: 235 Budding Ridge, Co-VP of the Derynoski PTO,
and proud parent of 1°% and 4™ graders.

Spoke in favor of restoring the $800,000 that was cut from the
BOE budget by the BOF.

Class sizes were discussed.

Southington school system is a reason people locate to our
community.

Any support you can provide in restoring the $800,000 would be
greatly appreciated. A cut like that will result in us taking a step
backwards for the education of our children.

DEENA DEGUMBIA: I’'m here to represent the Southington High
School PTO and the DePaolo Middle School PTO. I want to reiterate
what many others have concerns about.

The cut of $800,000 to the BOE operating budget was done by the
BOF. The Town Council has the ability to restore funds. But it takes
a super majority vote to make that happen.

She went over the preliminary list for elimination with the
reduction.

If you agree to the almost $1 million cut, excellence cannot be
achieved.
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DOREEN NAPOLI: 2 Cushing Lane. I am here representing the South
End School PTO. We stand in support of Dr. Erardi and the BOE budget
as presented to the BOF.

JOHN MYERS: 1000 East Street. As executive director of the
YMCA, I am representing the Y and respectfully ask that you restore
$11,000 to the parks and rec budget for the support of the operation
of the skate park which is held at the YMCA Camp Sloper.

Gave a history of why the skate park board was started. When we
start removing activities for kids in the afternoon there are alarming
statistics. When kids are not supervised, inappropriate behavior and
unlawful behavior more than triples. We’re trying to do our part with
the parks and rec and others in town who are supporting us to provide
this avenue for kids.

Thank you in advance for your support. Appreciate it.

DEAN CHASSE: I live at 255 Buckland Street. Member of the JFK
PTO and I also sit once a month as a member of Dr. Earardi’s parent
executive Council.

Spoke of the state’s inability to fix its own budget mess which
in turn short changes Southington. Cuts over time to ECS, special ed
funding and magnet school reimbursements has resulted in a shifting of
the tax burden to property taxes of local municipalities.

We need to hold the state accountable for the mandates it
requires but chooses to not fund.

Spoke in favor of the BOE budget and for restoration of the
$800,000 which was cut by the BOF.

Spoke of what a great community Southington is for all ages.

JOSHUA BAXI: 427 Rockwood Drive. Spoke about the proposed BOE
budget. I wanted to discuss the gifted & talented programs at the
middle school and high school and the middle school sports.

I implore you to review those line items. And, let those
children have something that they can belong to because in the end,
that is what they’1l remember about their experiences at Southington
and will make them want to stay here for the rest of their lives.

DENISE GAUDIO: 40 Woodberry Hill. I am PTO President at
Thalberg Elementary School. We support activities.

Spoke in favor of approving the original proposed budget for the
BOE. The $800,000 in cuts is not acceptable. The quality of
education we are accustomed to will be significantly altered.
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Make the right choice at the right time and approve the original
BOE budget for education.

JIM SARGENT: 996 Flanders Road. Spoke in favor of the BOE
budget. Do not further cut the BOE budget. Let them maintain the
quality of education of we have.

JOHN FONTANA: 10 South Vernondale Drive. Representing the Park
Board. Spoke in favor of the restoring the money for the facilities
up at Memorial Park. It’s a $20,000 item. The bathrooms there are
deplorable.

Sometimes common sense should rule over just saying no and
cutting. That has to be fixed.

He then spoke in favor of the BOE budget. There is not a more
fiscally sound, more educated, honest person than Dr. Erardi. We are
fortunate to have him as our Superintendent. If he gives you a

budget, you know that thing was sliced and diced.

You have to seriously think about this before you start to
jeopardize the youth of our town.

JOE LAPORTE: 30-1 Prosperity Court. Spoke in favor of the skate
park money being restored. Gave a history of the skate park and the
partnership with the YMCA.

My real reason for being here is the drive in site. The $200,000
grant which is now cut to 150 because of two expenditures we had to
make to remove the concession stand and some drainage work at the
site. We’re down to 150. We received a $25,000 donation which brings
it up to 175.

We had a request into the BOF for $200,000. That was reduced
first to 175 and then to 125. We have a good shot at completing this
project with the 125. I'm not asking for the 175, I'm asking for the
125.

It’s not just about the pavilion or the field. The
infrastructure there, the water, the sewers, the electrical, the
parking, the security lighting. We’ll get that all done if we get the
$125,000 approved and that is going to be the cost to the town.

Spoke of the value of the onetime expenditure at the park.

If the $125,000 is cut, this project cannot be done. Explained
costs.

Spoke of volunteers involved. Thanked engineering for all their
work.
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Get this thing approved and in a couple of years we’ll all be
proud of it.

MIKE FASULO; 77 Southshire Drive. I am here to speak on a
couple of line items in the park department budget that have been cut.
I point out no full time position has been added to the park
department in the last two to three years. This year we did put in a
request and it’s been cut. He explained the three positions that have
been lost.

I request that you restore the $44,512 to the park department
budget to replace one of the retirees we’ve had over the last couple

of years.

We are seriously shorthanded to do the day to day functions of
the department.

New projects will be added which will add work to our department.

The other line item is the $10,000 for the pool vacuums. Ours
are ten years old and I'm told they are beyond their expected life.
Now, they are beyond repair. The pools in town are very popular. It's

hard to maintain them with the crew we have and it’s even harder to do
it unless we have the proper equipment.

Regarding the drive in property, $125,000 is a small price to
pay, I think, to get this job done all at once.

I hope you consider the restorations I discussed.

BOB BROWN: 587 Burritt Street, Plantsville. Teacher at the high
school for 35.5 years.

Spoke in favor of the BOE budget and restoration of the $800,000
cut by the BOF.

MARK FAZALARI: DeSorbo Drive. Spoke about the drive in site.

(Beginning of Tape #2, Side A)

Restore the 125,000. This is a small amount to pay for the
benefit the town will receive.

PHIL POMPOSI: 1215 Pleasant Street. I feel a 4 percent tax
increase is too much. Explained the past four year numbers and how
it’s related.

The town budget, I was surprised to see the Town Manager submit a
budget to the BOF which included new staff. Its fortunate people
still have their jobs. That surprised me.
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Spoke about the high cost of health insurance and how that has to
be changed.

Pension Plans have to be changed.

Salaries and benefits account for 80 percent of the BOE & Town
budget.

After the budget process, you have to go ahead and look at the
insurance situation here in town. You have to open up the union
contracts and sit down and have a serious talk with all employees in
town. Until that is rectified, the same thing will happen year after
year.

Education here in the last nine years, budgets have been cut or
reduced by $16.5 million. That’s 1.8 million a year in the last eight
years. I think we’ve done very well in that respect.

Regarding the drive in property, that is going to be used for a
community project and not just ball fields, and it’s in the Minutes.
I strongly advise that we keep that $125,000 in the budget. The
pavilion must be built so everybody can use that. If you want to put
a ball field in, that’s fine, too. Or the theater as Mike Riccio
mentioned. But the pavilion is a must and that 125,000 is really an
excellent deal.

DANTIELLE STORM: 1051 Marion Avenue. Co President of the Strong
School PTO. Spoke in favor of restoring the BOE budget.

Let’s be an example and not another town whose education has
fallen apart.

ANDY FLORIAN: 512 Mount Vernon Road. Spoke about responsibility
and doing what’s right. Our BOF is brand new, so whatever they

recommend; I’m holding the Council responsible.

Spoke of the rise in taxes in Southington over the years for
residential properties citing his own experience.

I am suggesting a 4 percent decrease in the budget.

JULIE O'REILLY: 970 South End Road. Spoke in favor of the BOE
budget and the restoration of the funds. Please reconsider that.

MELISSA MOORE: 36 Nossahogen Drive in Plantsville. I'm here as
Co President of Strong School PTO and a parent of school age children.

I am concerned with the budget decrease and the possible loss of
teachers.
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Spoke in favor of the BOE budget and restoration of the money
cut.

TRICIA BELFONTE: 182 Budding Ridge. I’'m here to ask you to
restore the school budget cuts. Without the proper budgeting, the
school system goes downhill which results in lower housing prices
which affects every single taxpayer in this town.

Those affected by the tax cut today will be the taxpayers of
tomorrow.

ALISON PLATT: 447 Meriden Avenue. I did send a letter to the
BOF regarding the budget with my full support and my husband’s support
of the $800,000 increase for the BOE. Please don’t cut any more.
And, to ask you consideration of where you might be able to return
some of the funding.

This $800,000 is to cover costs we can’t control and the teachers
can’t control it, Dr. Erardi cannot control that. Certain mandates
from the state and federal government have to be followed.

I urge you to take a closer look again so these can be restored
and our children can get the education that they deserve.

PATRICIA QUEEN: 81 Windward Place. One of the PTO Presidents at
DePaolo Middle School.

Spoke in favor of the original school budget with no cuts and
leave it as close to the $80.3 million as possible.

NORRA MCPHEARSON: Blossom Way. Spoke in favor of the BOE budget
as originally proposed.

I believe the BOE presented the leanest budget they possibly
could without compromising educational standards. If you cut a lean
budget even further, they will never be able to advance those
standards and will likely fail to meet even our current modest
expectations.

JOE LANDRIE: 41 Preli Court. What’s before us right now is a
3.9 percent increase. I think it is ridiculous. How many got an
increase in social security last year. How many got a decrease? A
net in take home pay in social security.

Spoke about the high cost of insurance. Let’s hold down the
health costs.

My recommendation is an increase of 2 percent at a maximum. Do
whatever you have to to bring it down to 2 percent. They’ve already
taken out over $1 million out of the town budget. There is only one
other place to go. Try to keep it to a 2 percent increase.
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JOAN CONLON: 315 Wedgewood Road. Spoke in favor of the BOE
budget. I would ask for you to restore the budget as originally
proposed.

Spoke about her involvement with the Southington Education
Foundation.

I ask you to consider reinstating the funding.

MAUREEN SHIFFER: 238 Budding Ridge. I don’t see any fat in the
proposed BOE budget. I don’t see any cush, no shell games. I see a
budget that is just what it needs to be to run the district at some
level.

Spoke in favor of the BOE budget and restoration of the money
cut.

MARK LEFKOVITCH: 307 Pratt Street. Spoke about the gifted &
talented program which might be cut.

Spoke about the BOE budget in general. It’s an almost 4 percent
increase, but almost 50% is for the insurance increase and the
required additional costs of special education programs.

There is almost no real increase to the educational program and
if anything some cuts to the parts that actually effect students.

(End of Tape #2, Side A)
(Beginning of Tape #2, Side B)

Explained the benefits of the gifted & talented programs. If you
can just look restoring that item. It is a little piece of a very
large budget that affects a large group of kids that really could use
it. I am not asking for the whole $800,000 to be restored. I think
there are some okay cuts in there.

TIM THERIAULT: 75 0Old Turnpike Road. In light of the increase
in mandates we’re seeing from the state, I would encourage everybody
here in this room, anybody you know that lives in this town to start
and continue to talk to our state reps to tell them they need to stop
imposing a higher burden on our towns because we are paying for it in
the end.

BILL FREEMAN: 136 Maplewood Road. I represent the Kelley School
PTO, I'm Co President.

I thank Dr. Erardi, his staff and the entire BOE for putting
together a tremendous budget given the hand they have to play with.
They did a fantastic job.

While the BOF has cut $800,000 from that, they still went
out and through competitive bidding and alternative funding
sources were able to come up with another $130,000 savings.

I am asking that you restore an additional $670,000 back to
the BOE budget. This is a competitive environment and we need
the programs for our kids to succeed in the future.

JOHN KELLEY: 4 Cushing Lane in Plantsville. Spoke about
his heritage in Waterbury. Don’t cut things for the kids. Take
the benefits away from the teachers. The $800,000, no one wants
that taken away from the kids.

TRACEY IANNI: 46 Alpine Trail in Plantsville. She commented
that an overall budget increase of nearly 4% is simply too much.
I urge you to be moderate. Be careful with your decision.

DEBBIE KELLEY: 4 Cushing Lane. This is a one year budget.
We’re not taking this and expanding it into a three or four year
period. 1Its one year. We need to set parameters and we need to
cut costs. You cut as much as you can here and then you relook
at your health benefits, you look at your administrative cots.

You have to cut costs. You can’t expect the taxpayer to pay
everything. I can’t afford increases after increases without
seeing some cuts made on administrative or on health benefits.

Try to cut as much as you can from this budget, 3.9 or 4
percent is too much. It should be really around 2 percent.

Hearing no further speakers, the Chair announced the next
meeting is the second Monday in May and the budgets will be voted
on first.

For tonight’s meeting, I'd like to thank a few folks that
made this possible today: Vinnie Morelli who is in the back and
did sound along with Jerry Limmer. Our lovely Town clerk who
also made arrangements to have this done for us today. Thank you
very much.

And, the table skirt - I thank them for setting that up
here tonight.

MINUTES

Dr. Natelli made a motion to approve the Minutes as presented.
Dr. Urillo seconded. Motion passed on a majority voice vote with Mr.
Palmieri and Mr. D’Angelo abstaining.

COUNCILMANIC COMMUNICATIONS

Mr. Romano reported this Saturday is May 1°° and that is the D-day
for the bulky waste transfer station for your permits. Please get
your permit. Already 2500 people have registered. They will be
required. You will be turned away this Saturday if you do not have
your permit at the bulky waste transfer station.

Mr. Dobbins reported this is the final announcement for the May
1°° medication disposal program sponsored by the towns of Southington
and Bristol water department. The editorial in the last Observer
about the disposal program was very well done.

Secondly, tomorrow on WDRC Radio, 1360 am at 4:00 I will be on
the radio with the water department superintendent for an hour on the
Talk of Connecticut Show going over how the program was developed and
what it can do for our town and the towns surrounding.

Mr. D’Angelo had a couple of questions for the administration and
if you can get this information back to all of us before the next
meeting, it would help deliberations on the budget:

- There are some program subsidies that have been cut from
the parks and recreation department. One of them is the skateboard
park, but there could be some others. Could you get me a list of the
programs that have been cut or have been recommended to be cut by the
BOF?
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- Information on the skateboard park. When it is open, the
number of participants, how it is advertised to the children of the
town.

- The Finance Department - how many are in the department,
what is the job description of the current Assistant Finance Director
and what is the job description of the new proposed Assistant Finance
Director.

Also, I have another communication that upset me. When I opened
up my mail this past weekend, I received a letter from Safety Valve
Company saying they are protecting the sewer lines, as well. I’'m just

wondering, what kind of company is this? I know there was a bid put
out. I know it was tabled. I know they then withdrew. 2And, now
they’re going out on their own and they’re soliciting people that have
sewers in town for their safety program. I don’t understand how they
could do this without any authorization from the town whatsocever. It
was never voted on.

Also, did you know that the Stonegate problem, those poor
residents, if they bought into the program, they wouldn’t benefit from
this with their last incident. I had to pull out my magnifying glass
and read the footprint and in there it said that basically their
situation would not be eligible for protection. That fine print page,
it took me a while to read it with my magnifying glass. Can they do
this without any authorization from the town? I'm really incensed by
this.

The Chair answered that the company is a private entity and if
they want to offer services to the people’s private lines, they can do
that. And, actually, some of the folks that were opposed to this
program coming under the town banner actually made that suggestion to
them saying that they could do this privately as a private company
without the town seal affixed to it. Now they are running free as a
private enterprise and doing exactly what they want.

Mr. D’Angelo asked the sewer committee to look at this and
revisit the possibility of the town picking up something like that. I
know for pennies the town can do it. We could insure everyone.

Mr. Dobbins said the program was tabled at the last meeting. You
may not be aware that the Southington Water Department actually has
started their own safety valve program and that was the reason why
Aquarian decided to go out on its own. It was losing that customer
base. There are still some one or two year contracts out there. And,
as of the end of February they were not allowed to solicit any further
Southington residents for contracts under their current program. That
contract ended.

The water department is starting their own program. It’s going
to be less money.
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We are in conversation with them to see if they are interested in
partnering. The sewer committee needs to look at it and we will get
back to you concluded Mr. Dobbins.

REPORT OF SPECIAL COMMITTEES
A. Economic Development Strike Committee

The Chair advised they met twice. The first item to report on is
a suggestion made by Councilman Barry, which I liked, concerning the
Mount Vernon Road issue and Lake Compounce. The committee met on this
particular issue and what we realized was the design of Lake
Compounce, where they moved the road, if you were to eliminate the

road, there is no further expansion east. From an economic
development standpoint, it’s all wetlands. They’ve literally backed
the road right up to the wetlands. It was unanimous from the

committee that to send a positive recommendation forward for that just
would not have been prudent.

Mr. Barry said it’s important the public realize that that
suggestion showed our dedication and commitment to our local
businesses. I know it had your support to investigate and get more
information. A lot of times the Council is criticized for not
thinking outside the box or for being anti-business or for multiple

things that aren’t just true. The benefit of closing the road is not
really there from an economic standpoint to the taxpayers of
Southington. I thank you for bringing the issue forward and I thank

the entire Council for being open-minded on this issue.

The Chair said we are not the State of Connecticut and we can’t
give them the money to build the road. We looked into the tax
abatement issue and that’s what is before us tonight that the Town
Attorney will talk about.

As the Town of Southington, we only can do so much. We only have
the property tax element. What is being proposed tonight with
unanimous support from the committee is a new tax abatement program
which will hopefully at least give Lake Compounce the assistance to
move forward.

B. Sewer Committee

Mr. Dobbins gave an update on the East Street Summer Bypass. The
contract has been signed with Marek Brothers and the construction was
beginning this week. Posting are on the website and cable TV.

With the Farmstead and Mill Street Project, the design process
should be complete in 4 to 6 weeks with easements and soil borings and
then off to the wetlands commission.
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The Mount Vernon Road Sewer Extension only, nothing to do with
Frost Street, we did have a number of people come to our meeting on
April 14" and express interest in extending the sewers out about a

thousand feet in the northerly direction. Currently the number of
residents who are in favor are 10. Six are not in favor. One is
neutral. Three have not responded back. This is an action item this

evening to set a public hearing.

The Stonegate sewer update: This is going to be a regular part
of the Agenda for the sewer committee and my presentations to the Town
Council, so prepare to have your fix of this. The East Street repairs
are going to be started within the next two weeks. We have the sump
pump program which is now going to be called the Sump Pump Relocation
Discharge Program. It’1l1l be developed by the staff within the next
few weeks. In this will be included a public education notice on the
website, flyers, cable TV, communications to the general public and
Stonegate concerning this and a publication of emergency phone numbers
who you can reach in case you have a sewer issue that requires an
emergency and that will actually be the police department which is
860-621-0101 or 860-378-1600. And, then a phone number for regular
questions which is the sewer department: 860-628-6233.

The 2010 sewer videos, I had an email conversation with the IT
Department today, and they should be up shortly.

TOWN MANAGER’S REPORT AND COMMUNICATIONS
A. Trench Restoration Bid (Attachment 1)

Mr. Weichsel reported BIRM-1 Construction Co. out of Ansonia was

low bidder at a bid price of $157,559. They are competent and
qualified to undertake this project. They are recommended as the
awardee.

Mr. Romano said the next time this comes around; he would like to
have the public works committee get a chance to take a look at it.

B. Report of the Board of Finance

Mr. Weichsel asked for questions.

(No response)
TOWN ATTORNEY’S REPORT

Attorney Sciota reported on the Tax Abatement Plan modification.
The first modification is a real world issue the Economic Development
Coordinator has come across. Currently, our plan for $250,000 and
over, which is outside the enterprise zone and the tax partnership

program, he has come across issues where people are having problems
with the current program: 50,50,40,30. So, Lou has recommended and
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the committee has unanimously recommended to the Council that we put
that to: 50,50,50,50 which was Mr. Perillo’s original recommendation.
This is vital to Southington in our opinion.

The other aspect is the fact that although it looks like it’s
identical to Lake Compounce, it would apply to anybody putting in more
than $2 million in municipal improvements. If an entity spends
private dollars, $2 million or more as defined by the public works
department, that person could apply for the second program which is
100% of all new personal property to the Grand List for a period of
time not to exceed ten years or 50 percent of the total municipal
improvements, whichever occurs first. It’s a non-debatable number
decided directly by the public works department.

If an entity does spend a lot on municipal improvements, they
have an opportunity to recoup some if not most of that.

Since this is an expiring plan, Attorney Sciota asked the Council
to review it and extend it to July 1, 2012. I ask you establish a
public hearing for May 24" at 7:15 pm.

If there are no questions, I will need a very brief executive
session tonight.

PUBLIC COMMUNICATIONS

Kevin Bernard: 262 Mount Vernon Road and the house at 258 Mount
Vernon Road. Spoke in favor of the extension of the sewers to Frost
Street.

Chris Wilmes: Mount Vernon Road. Spoke in favor of the sewer
project extending down to us. I second that idea.

Vincent Cello: 267 Mount Vernon Road. I’'d also like to see the
sewer extended to Frost Street and go to a public hearing. I think
most of the people are in favor of it.

Dear members of the Boards of Finance and Education, and Town Council,
Please read this into the record of the meeting. (It is my understanding that this request may be made).

We would like to request that the funding for Project Discover continue. Three of our children have had the good
fortune of benefiting from Project Discover, particularly at the middle and high school levels. Project Discover
has allowed them to work with a group of peers on worthwhile projects that extend their learning beyond what is
possible in the regular classroom. Because of this opportunity, they continue to be excited about pursuing
interests, and they are motivated to do their most capable work. Gifted and talented education is intended to
ensure, through planned group and individual activities, that highly achieving students perform at a high

level. Inspired by Project Discover teachers and friends, our children have spent time during school, at lunch,
after school and at home furthering areas of interest. One example is this sports newspaper (written, published
and sold by students to help support their Project Discover program) attached here. Please print the attached
example so it may be viewed.

We believe it is our children's right to have an education which extends their abilities. Compared to the overall
school budget, it is a relatively minor amount of money to fund Project Discover, the program that addresses the
needs of another special population, that of our highest achieving students. It would seem that, while not
mandated, the district could find the money for programming for these students who excel. It would be costly to
send these students to magnet schools, if there were enough spaces. Project Discover is a program that gets
the most out of the resources it has. It continues to include new highly capable students with a peer group that
motivates them. Project Discover is the MOST IMPORTANT reason our children look forward to going to school.
They have such a positive attitude about school; this is helpful for all the students and teachers with whom they
interact every day.

In reviewing the available budget documentation, the following are examples which might be considered to

save costs both smaller and larger: Examine the costs and negotiate a better price for computer maintenance
software ($162,000); have students seek approval before printing all documents, especially those using color
printing and reduce those costs by ten percent; explore the possibility of paying families’ mileage/stipends to
provide out of town transportation, a very costly expense; seek in kind donations for time, materials and /or labor
such as for the chimney repair ($5000) at Kennedy Middle School. Making changes such as these in the budget
would help recoup the money for the Project Discover program.

Let's keep Southington Schools excellent, and provide programming for all students.

I am greatly disappointed and disturbed to learn of the proposed cuts to the middle school and high
school gifted programs in order to meet the $800,000 budget reduction as requested by the Town
Council and Board of Finance members. I say this not only as a mother of a gifted child entering middle
school but also as a member of the Southington Community as a whole. Gifted children are those
designated as the top five percent of the school population. These are our town’s brightest and best

students, who represent the future private and public sector leaders of our town, state, and country.

The Southington Public Schools claims that it is committed to offering all of its students outstanding
curriculum and instruction that
1) Is aligned to state and national standards
2) Is aligned to the developmental needs of students in preparation for success in the 21% century
toward the goals of rigor, relevance, and relationships to meet the educational needs of every
student in a learning community that offers opportunity for educational and social engagement of
every child.
However, for the past two years, the Southington Public Schools has made deep cuts to its gifted
programs, leaving the education of gifted children up to classroom teachers and their parents. In many
instances, classroom teachers have not received specific training in addressing the differentiation needs
of the gifted students, who have consequently suffered academically. The gifted children are affected
socially too. Project Discover not only offers the gifted student challenging academic work but also
teaches valuable social skills to handle whatever additional pressures and stigmas come with being
academically advanced. I would like to suggest that everyone review the attached PowerPoint
presentation created in 2002. Slide 15 in particular shows how far the district has strayed from its

previous 10-year goals for the education of the gifted.

Additionally, it is important to note, according to the National Association for Gifted Children, without
properly trained teachers, students cannot excel to their highest potential, and often find themselves
bored and frustrated in school. “A 2008 Fordham Institute report found that, while low-achieving
students have made gains under No Child Left Behind, advanced-learners are ‘languishing’ and that
teachers need to spend the bulk of their time with struggling students even though they know that others

in the classroom need attention as well.”!

I would respectfully request that Dr. Erardi, the Board of Education, the Town Council Members, and

the Board of Finance Members look elsewhere for items to be cut from the budget rather than this



critically important educational program. I would first and foremost suggest instituting a pay-for-play
policy for high school and middle school sports. This would both free up some much-needed funds as
well as save some athletic programs. I would also recommend contacting local agencies such as the
Southington YMCA for help in supporting the athletic programs for those who cannot afford
participation. I am confident that there are other non-academic areas that could be cut in the current

budget.

At the end of the days, it is the mission of the Southington Public Schools to provide “each and every
student multiple skills an opportunities to demonstrate success academically, socially, and emotionally
and to become productive citizens who appreciate the value of lifelong learning in a diverse and

changing world.”

It was with equal amounts of disbelief, sadness, and anger that I read last night that the BOF
recommended a budget with a spending increase of 4%. I struggle to understand how officials who
claim to represent the citizenry of the entire town, and not just public employees, could possibly justify
such a decision.

We all accept that paying taxes is part of the social contract. However, common sense demands that the
amount you take from us, must bear some relationship to the amount we have available to give to you.
And I have some news for you. The collective citizenry of Southington does not have more disposable
wealth available to give you, than we did 3 years ago...we have less. Am I going too fast for you? Are
you unable to grasp what that really means?

When a business has less disposable income, it finds ways to get by with less. When an individual has
less disposable income, he finds ways to get by with less. Businesses understand this, individuals
understand this...everyone understands this, it seems, except politicians and unionized employees.

Connecticut consistently ranks among the top 5 states for state and local taxation. I live on a 3 bedroom
colonial in town, on 0.6 acres, and I pay over $7,000 annually in property taxes (soon to be more, I
guess). Obviously, the problem isn't that taxes are too low, the problem is that we're spending way too
much.

And on what? Of course I want good schools, I have 2 small children. But at what cost? Is it reasonable
to ask citizens to stop contributing to our 401(k)’s and college savings plans, so that we can pay our
property taxes? Because that's precisely where you have led us.

When do we say, “enough™ Why can't teachers and cops switch from pensions to 401(k)’s, like those of
us who work in the private sector, had to many years ago? Why cant teachers pay the same out-of-
pocket for their healthcare as those who pay their salaries? By what right do public employees
stubbornly cling to benefits that the private sector discovered, years ago, were mathematically
unsustainable?

Here in CT, the fund for retirement and healthcare for public employees (state and local) is currently
underfunded by $34 billion dollars. There are 3.4 million people living in our state, which works out to
$10,000 per person. $40,000 for my family of 4. As high as our taxes are (and no one denies they are
high), we're still $34 billion short of what the unionized public employees want? After ail the taxes I
already pay, public employees want another $40,000 from my family? And NONE OF YOU thinks we
need to re-think things? Your solution is to stick your heads in the sand, give the unions 4% more this
year, and hope that the problem goes away?

Rest assured that I will be at the next town council meeting where the budget is discussed, and if there is
an opportunity to speak, I will be addressing this with very pointed questions. I hope you have answers.
