MINUTES OF THE TOWN COUNCIL MEETING
OF THE TOWN OF SOUTHINGTON
August 8, 2011

The Town Council of the Town of Southington held a regular meeting on
Monday, August 8, 2011. Edward S. Pocock, III, Chairman, called the regular

meeting to order at 7:00 o'clock, p.m. following the public hearing.

A prayer was recited by Councilman Anthony D’Angelo.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited by everyone in attendance being led by
Fire Chief Harold Clark.

There were approximately 15 other persons in attendance.

MINUTES:

A. July 11, 2011 - Regular Meeting

Mr. Palmieri made a motion to approve as submitted. Mr. Dobbins
seconded. Motion passed on a majority voice vote with Mr. D’Angelo and Mr.
Pocock abstaining.

B. July 25, 2011 - Regular Meeting

Mr. Palmieri made a motion to approve as submitted. Dr. Natelli
seconded. Motion passed unanimously on a voice vote.

The Chair asked for unanimous consent to move Item 9-C to the top of
the Agenda.

Mr. Brumback asked to have the CIRMA check presentation forward, as
well. Item V-B.

C. Fire Engine Discussion (Attachment 1)

The Chair introduced this by saying there has been a lot of talk about
what’s going on and he wanted the Council to be aware of the Fire Department
of their apparatus and what they need.

Chief Harold Clark made a presentation regarding the request for
$550,000, bonding issue, for a new fire engine. I’m aware there’s a CIP plan
in progress and you are working with the BOF and the Town Manager. I support
that and applaud that. But I have a CIP plan for the fire department. One
of those items is the scheduled replacement of our heavy apparatus, i.e.:
fire engines, ladder trucks, rescue trucks.

Since I presented by CIP plan about three years ago, it has not been
funded, unfortunately. I have a scheduled replacement plan which is in front
of you today. It shows that not one of the pumpers that we’re driving meets
the standards set by the National Fire Protection Association. They say a
first line pumper should be replaced after ten years and after twenty years
it should be retired. The caveat to that says that if you have a good
maintenance program and a good service program you can push the numbers a
little farther to extend the life of the engine which we have been doing the
last few years.

There are four reasons why we can’t wait for the CIP Plan to be
introduced.

- We’re falling behind each year in replacing our trucks. If we
don’t do something very soon we’ll be where we were in 1998-99 where we
bought four engines in one year. Right now those engines are 11-12 years

old. By the time we get a new engine, it’ll be about 13 years old.

- We don’t want to pass on this burden to the next generation or
know we’re going to hit a wall again. We have hit a wall at this point. All
engines are either twenty years old or ten years old.

- I have a plan where we fund and replace an engine every other
year. FEight engines, two ladder trucks and two rescue trucks. That’s 12
engines in 24 years. At any time after, once the plan is in effect, you have
an engine that’s new, 2, 4,6,8,10,12 years old keeping everybody in safe,
well run apparatus. It’s going to take a lot of years to get there but to
purchase a bunch of engines in one year isn’t the way to do it. We need to
do it slowly and consistently. I’'m asking for approval of the bonding issue
for one engine so we can do a little catch up and move forward.

- Costs of engines are climbing every year depending on which
manufacturer you speak to. Every year it goes up between 2 and 5 percent
year in costs.

New 2010 Emissions standards were discussed for motors that were built
after that date. A lot of problems with the new technology were explained by
Chief Clark. He added he didn’t want to get stuck with something that is
going to be costly to repair and fix.

Therefore, there are engines out there that were built in 2009 and they
can be put into new apparatus.



The Truck Committee (Lt. Paul, Fire Fighters Garbo, Lee and Aldieri) a
have done a lot of work.

Lt. Paul gave a detailed presentation stating that this apparatus is
critically important to Southington. He noted the ages of the equipment.

He explained they we’re looking to have a custom built apparatus that
is heavy-duty. It needs to be for the amount of runs it goes to. The type
of equipment it holds, the compartments need to be custom and the cabinets
need to be custom. Explained commercial does not have nearly the lifespan
that a custom chassis does that we’re currently looking into.

Mr. Palmieri questioned the timing. We heard the need but we didn’t
have a formal presentation like we had tonight back then. The Chief said he
had faith in the CIP plan moving forward. It’s an oversight on my part for

not following through on the CIP plan added the Chief.

Mr. D’Angelo said this is one of the more expensive departments in town
due to the nature of the equipment you have. Maintenance of the equipment
was discussed. Usage and mileage was discussed.

A 1998 Maxim, an off brand engine, is being replaced. He noted there
were no seatbelts on this engine. Explained they were looking to go with a
brand that has a track record and is going to be in business for a long time,
i.e.: Pierce. The safety factor has to be the driving factor in replacing
the engine. This one we’re replacing is not a safe engine and we keep it as
a reserve piece.

Explained the engine has plumbing in it, electrical wiring in it, has a
lot of computers onboard that all take wear and tear.

Possible offsetting costs were discussed by Ms. Miceli.

Dr. Urillo clarified the engine being replaced is #52. It’s a 1989
Maxim. She discussed the figure asked for. The Chief explained
“ruggedizing”. A lot of it comes down to having the opportunity to purchase
one of the older 2009 motors.

Dr. Urillo asked if the firemen have to be trained to operate the
computer onboard and if that is included in the cost. The Chief said there
is some training to some extent. Explained all pumper operators are
especially trained.

Mr. Barry asked, he thought a new fire engine which was purchased
about four years ago. Chief Clark responded, it was a high end rescue
truck. Are we above average or below average with the apparatus we
have in our fleet? The Chief said we are about average. We have
eight engines. Each station has a new one and an older one. First
engine out is the newer and second out is one of the older ones. TWe
have two ladder trucks. One is right around twenty years old and that
is right up to snuff with ladder one. It’s been maintained well and
has a life expectancy of another five or six years. And, we have two
rescue trucks, a heavy rescue which we purchased in 07 and we have a
small prime mover to pull our decon trailer. We retrofitted it into a
smaller rescue truck. The large rescue truck purchased in 07 is at
the shop for repairs. We have 12 heavy pieces of apparatus.



A custom built engine was explained.

Mileage on the various apparatus was discussed by Mr. Barry. We have a
1989 with only 44,000 miles and that seems low to me for replacement.

Vehicle safety was explained by the Chief.
The ladder truck we purchased was just under a million dollars.

The Chair added comment about the lack of safety features on the
Maxim; i.e.: lack of seat belts in the back and the loud sirens mounted on
it.

Parts are hard to get for this particular apparatus added the Chief.
It has been degrading gradually.

When we have an apparatus in the shop being maintained, we bring this
#52 down in its place so we would have apparatus for somebody to sit in. At
one point this winter we had three engines in the shop. Things were tight.

Dr. Urillo asked if the safety of the fireman utilizing this truck was
compromised because of the parts that aren’t available. The Chief said a
reason for the low mileage on the truck is that we don’t roll it as we don’t
have a lot of faith in it.

The Chair said he would like to refer this down to the Board of Finance
for their consideration. That would be the process.

A. West Street Corridor Committee (P&Z) Update (Attachment 2)

Dr. Urillo reported this past Tuesday night the PZC met and after a
public hearing unanimously changed the zoning in the northwest corridor from
Welch Road and Route 229 to the Bristol border and Mount Vernon Road —--- see
the map at your place. It was changed from Residential to Industrial.



The subcommittee did a lot of hard work. Notices were sent out to all
abutters of the property and a lot of uses of the land there were
nonconforming, anyway. This was a good step, a long time coming.

Mr. Dobbins reminded everyone the 10™ Annual Taste Southington at the
Barnes Museum is going to be this Wednesday, the 10™, from 4:00 to 7:30 pm.
Rain date would be the following date. Eleven local restaurants are
participating. You can also get a free tour of the Museum.

And, for Office Mike Kahn, he is the American Legion’s Connecticut
Police Officer Cop of the Year. Congratulations to Mike!

Dr. Natelli reported the Rails to Trails will meet on the third Friday
of this month and Ken DiMauro from the Historical Society will present to the
committee it’s thoughts for the kiosk. Basically, they want to just FYI
stuff and rotate a row of pictures and take them out periodically and write
little blurbs of what the pictures are all about.

Second, the Italian Festival. The weather held out. It was a really
good event with a lot of people there.

Mr. Tranquillo said that is really a flood problem with the river.
When the river comes up there it is going to flood regardless of what we do
there. The only thing to make that dry is to elevate the road and that
wouldn’t be practical. It’s a problem we cannot solve.

Mr. D'Angelo asked if he could have an update about the vandalism
occurring around town. Mr. Brumback said he would talk to the Police Chief
tomorrow and send a note.

Mr. D’Angelo talked about the parking lot at the library and the
sidewalk. I know Mr. Florian requested to put in the Renaissance type of
sidewalks and we said it would be nice as long as there’s no cost to the town
and the builder would accept giving some money back.

Subject Pavement Management System

Councilmembers — | know that there wasn’t information included in our packets for the Pavement
Management System. What follows is a brief overview that | will explain more in-depth at the meeting.

The Pavement Management System was an RFP for a vendor to build an inventory database of all of our
roads. The database would include information that is based on a national standard for rating streets
known as a Pavement Condition Index. This information is used to assemble a cost benefit analysis for
the repair, maintenance and replacement of each street. It is a tool that will allow the staff to make the
most educated decision about which roads are most in need of repair and are at a point that there is
the best cost: benefit ratio for action.

The 3 bids received were:
1. Vanasse Hangen Brustlin, Inc.  $55,500.00 \/
2.  BETA Group Inc. $63,150.00
3. Fay, Spofford & Thorndike $82,200.00
