MINUTES OF THE TOWN COUNCIL MEETING
OF THE TOWN OF SOUTHINGTON
January 11, 2010

The Town Council of the Town of Southington held a public hearing
and a regular meeting on Monday, January 11, 2010. Edward S. Pocock,
ITII, Chairman, called the meeting to order at 7:00 o'clock, p.m.

Public Hearing: Ordinance appropriating $300,000 for costs related to
the construction of a sanitary sewer interceptor of approximately 985
lineal feet from 139 Mill Street to High Tower Road; and authorizing
the issuance of $300,000 bonds, notes and temporary notes to finance
said appropriation.

Director of Public Works/Town Engineer Anthony Tranquillo gave an
overview of the project.

John DeGioia, Superintendent of the WPCA, discussed the current
situation. Blockage at the sanitary sewer crossing at Apple Orchard
Road is a recurring problem that we have which sometimes results in
the discharge of raw sewage into the Quinnipiac River. He explained
access to the manhole on the east side of the Quinnipiac is extremely
difficult in the event of a blockage. We were not able to install a
service road to get to that manhole, due to wetlands and gas lines in
the way.

We currently hand feed hundreds of feet of hose through the
wetlands in order to access the overflowing manhole when it does plug
up at the Quinnipiac River.

Compounding the problem, we are required to keep the access pad
clear of brush and trees - that requires regular maintenance there.

The sewer itself is too small for the volume of flow. And, the
line is positioned just above the water level of the Quinnipiac and
when the river rises, the pipes become an obstruction in the river,
collecting debris and causing major problems.
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I’'m hoping the river crossing can be eliminated.

Mr. Palmieri asked what has occurred from the mid-80’s to now
that makes this a priority now if it’s been going on for 20 years.
Mr. Tranquillo said it was a priority then in the 1980’s. The Council
at the time decided not to move forward because of opposition in the
area.

The staff and the administration have still been very positive on
this project it just hasn’t been brought to your attention. We have a
lot of priorities we don’t bring up. This has been a very bad problem
for years and it has risen to the top of the list now.

The Chair gave some history of how this came to the top of the
maintenance item list that had to be conducted from the sewer side.

Mr. Tranguillo brought up the major sewer collapse on Meriden
Avenue. At that time the Council told us to look for problems that we

should be proactive and not reactive. That’s why we took a little bit
of a stronger stand on this. There is a potential serious problem
here.

Kimberly Mongillo Limbacher. I live at 103 Beechwood Drive. T
am the daughter of Anna Mongillo who owns the property located at 133
Mill Street which is the one property most negatively impacted by this
proposed project. I am here to voice my concern over this latest
proposal. My father Dominic Mongillo resisted this easement for good
and valid reasons and we will continue to do so.

If the current issue is the removal of sewer pipe going over the
river and reconnecting it to a nearby interceptor, then the best
solution is to connect the existing Farmstead Hightower Interceptors a
short 300 to 500 feet to the Mill Street Interceptor as this would go
under Town road and no easement would be necessary. Two homes there
are already on sewer. Therefore, the piping required is probably even
less than the 300 to 500 feet.

In my opinion, by granting this, the Primus Family is receiving a
gift from the town. Please don’t give them this gift at the
taxpayers’ expense and the individual property owners’ expense.

Too much misinformation as well as lack of alternate solutions
has been given out to multiple boards for this project to go ahead.
Someone needs to go back and do your homework before final approval is

granted.

Thank you for your time.
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Anna Mongillo, 133 Mill Street. I have come to express my
feelings about a proposed sewer line crossing my property. I would
state this is not a small crossing. But one that will run

approximately 400 to 500 feet through the front of my yard.

I am one of the property owners and I have not granted
permission.

I can assure you that the Primus property has not made any effort
to approach me about this possible negotiation.

In my opinion and after a 45 year battle, the only solution that
the town could come up with is one directly impacting my property. It
does not appear that any alternatives have been researched or
proposed.

Another concern I have is the possible consequence of sewage
spills, damage to my home and responsibilities for clean up.

If the town plans to take my land, they have done no recent
evaluation of my property. Additionally, the devaluation of my
property due to the sewer line running across the length of it has not
been calculated and factored into the budget. I am certain that
having a 450 foot plus line of sewer pipe will have a significant
negative impact to the resale value of my home.

Finalized plans and how much damage it will do to my property
have been downplayed. I will also be denied reasonable access to my
property. How can you make an educated decision on this when no
actual costs have been provided?

There is an alternative solution that runs down Farmstead Road
which would require no easements as the town already owns the land.

There is no need to use my property. In my opinion, this is a
$300,000 gift for Nate Primus and his Family Land Trust.

I think all they need to do is finish the Farmstead Road sewer
and connect it to Mill Street.

I'm not opposed to removing the pipe from going across the river.
I’'m opposed to using my property to do it.

I do not think the best possible solution has been presented for
this project. It is evident they do not have my best interest in
mind. I will not grant the Town of Southington an easement for this

project based on the above points.

Thank you for your time.
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John Buckridge, 139 Mill Street. 1I’ve been there for the last
eight years. I do believe this project is not only going to go
through Anna Mongillo’s property, but it’1ll be going through my
property, as well.

I have several questions to ask:

- Why is the avenue of Farmstead not being thought of where
easements would not be necessary?

- If the Primus’ have to pay the extra cost in order to do
this, let them know that the development hasn’t been approved, vyet,
that this is the only way it’s going to be done without getting
easements from homeowners.

- I don’t know how you put a value on a piece of property and
digging a sewer line from 139 Mill Street all the way through Anna’s
property and my property, and the damage that’s going to be done to
that. ©Not just cosmetically but the inconvenience.

- The sewer line could break or end up causing damages to our
basements. Who is going to be responsible?

- Where is it going to be written down that any future
problems as well as current problems are going to be resolved by the
town and not the homeowners?

Unless there are some solid answers to these questions, you will
not have my easement, as well.

I think we should look at alternative avenues like Farmstead.

Property values going down because of the pipe across the front
of the property was mentioned.

Thank you.

Phil Limbacher, 103 Beechwood Drive. My mother in law is Anna
Mongillo. Her property is the center of this project.

As a citizen, I am deeply troubled by the way this project has
been handled.

As a taxpayer I am concerned about the cost of the proposed
solution. In wake of the fact Anna Mongillo will not grant the
easement that means the town will have to execute eminent domain to
pursue the project as proposed. Have those costs been factored into
the budget? I cannot see how you can approve without knowing that
answer.
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I want to be clear; I fully support a proper and effective
resolution of the removal of a potentially dangerous sewage pipe from
running over a critical natural resource such as the Quinnipiac River.
That being said, I want the best solution pursued. I don’t feel the
solution presented meets these criteria.

Thank you for your time.

Arthur Cyr, 103 Berlin Avenue. Asked about a pump station at
the bottom of what is High Tower Road down in the little dead end
area. That was part of what Mr.Primus was originally supposed to put

in to pump the sewage up to that street that would then go out.

Are we getting the Primus development forced down our throat?
That’s another reason why we may be having this sewer line that now
has to work for that lower area.

I think we all deserve to look at this a lot harder. A pump
station might be a lot better deal.

I request you get a lot more information and give it out to
people of this town because it seems there may be other issues
involved and I think we’d like some more answers, Mr. Chairman.

The Chair said the Primus property never came up when he was
appointed to the sewer committee. My only concern is the pipe that
went over the river and I wanted to know about this because it was so
high up on staff’s list as something to be fixed.

My concern is the quickest, most effective, logical way to get
sewage down to the treatment plant. That was it.

The Chair asked for the history on the route, the pump station,
et cetera because it is going to be something people are going to want
to respond to.

Mr. Tranquillo responded there are several other options. My job
is to give you the most cost effective, practical option. We could
put a pump station there. We could put a siphon there. Put a beam

crossing in. All those are available, but they’re not practical.
They’/re either too expensive, have other maintenance problems or just
involve putting in a pump station inccurring the cost of operation,
electrical at a cost of about three quarters of a million dollars.

I'm giving you the most cost effective, practical solution to
this. Going down Farmstead is really not a solution because we have
to provide proper service to that lower area. If we don’t eliminate
the crossing, then there is no point to the project.

This project has no impact on Primus’ development. He has sewer
service.
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The Stonegate Road back up issue was explained.

Attorney Sciota said as to the value issue, we go in with a per
square foot easement value and then we put a value on every piece of
tree, shed, whatever else is disturbed in that area. We come up with
a number. We invite whatever property owner it is to come up with
their own number via an appraiser. We will sit down with them and try
and come up with an agreement. If we don’t agree, then sometimes,
very rare occasions, we have to go to the next step.

Mr. Barry asked Mr. Tranquillo to elaborate on the pump station
issue. Mr. Tranquillo explained if we put a pump station on the west
side of the river, right here (indicating on the map), that pump
station would 1lift the sewage along this line and it would flow down
Farmstead to Mill and down into the interceptor.

Mr. Barry agreed the river crossing is a legitimate concern and
from an environmental standpoint, I'm glad you brought that forward.

Mr. Tranquillo explained the procedure for building a pipe over a
river. There are grade considerations as to why we couldn’t build a
beam there. We have to go to wetlands and the Army Corp.

Mr. Barry asked if there have been any upgrades to this crossing
to protect the river. What has been done to address possible breakage
or sewage spilling into the river? It’s over 40 years and it is an
environmental concern.

The Chair interrupted stating the fault lies with this Council
and not staff and the administration. It lies with previous Councils

nobody wanted to tackle it. To sit here and blame staff is unfair.

Mr. Weichsel answered there has been no upgrades because the
proper end is what we proposed.

Mr. Palmieri asked the timeframe if we were to go forward with

this. Mr. Tranquillo said it is very easy because it is very shallow
and it is a 10-inch pipe which is a very small pipe. I would say
heavy construction - four weeks and then the clean up, pipe testing

and TV work, you’re probably looking at three to four months.

Mr. Palmieri said what would we do to make the homeowners whole
again if we had to go through with this plan? Mr. Trangquillo said we
excavate and anything that’s disturbed, landscaping, lawn, is repaired
to at least its previous condition and most of the times better.
Landscaping has a value assigned to it. TIt’s cleaned up and we make
sure everything is in order. BAnd, then you probably won’t see us for
80 to 100 years.

Mr. Palmieri then asked, if we have a possible alternative plan
with Farmstead Road, I'd like to see the costs for that proposal

versus the total costs for the proposal we’re looking at tonight for
comparison purposes. Mr. Tranquillo will provide that.

Mr. Weichsel explained his comments at the meetings of the Board
of Finance. The Board of Finance understood and not one member
changed their opinion or asked for a recount.

Dr. Urillo asked the size of the pipeline that’s in there now.
Mr. Trangquillo explained it is 8-inch and the line down near the
bottom is 12-inch. The new pipe would be 10-inch. That would satisfy
future homes if they’re built in the area.

Dr. Urillo asked about the materials used now for the pipes. Mr.
Tranquillo explained modern technology is plastic pipe which is very
high grade, very durable. PVC pipe lasts many years in the
environment. Joints are tight - rubber gasket joints. Temperature
change does not affect it.

Dr. Urillo asked the incidence of back up with the new sewer
lines that are being put in. Mr. Tranquillo said in his 37 years
experience, the piping that I put in the ground, there hasn’t been a
single back up. We test it and we TV camera it to make sure it’s put
in properly and the flow is such that it’s self cleaning.

Mr. Buckridge asked a question about freezing temperature. Mr.
Tranquillo explained once it’s in the ground, the temperature
stabilizes and the ground temperature at that depth is generally 40 to
60 degrees. It’s safe at that location. It’d be down below frost
level.

Mr. Buckridge discussed the length of time for the project. Mr.
Tranquillo advised that in his experience here in this town, most - 90
percent or better - of his projects finish on time and on schedule and
within budget.

Mr. Buckridge asked about possible damage with them digging up
the property, what if a foundation were to be cracked or something.
Mr. Tranquillo said experience shows you are 50 to 60 feet away of a
house with construction like this, you don’t affect the house. The
construction is going to be on this project about 50 to 60 feet away.

Ms. Mongillo showed a visual of a map and explained the sewer
line routes in the area that are not shown on the town map and

indicated who has sewer service and who doesn’t.

I don’t know why we’re doing 900 feet over here when it’s not
much over here (indicating), concluded Ms. Mongillo.
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Ron Stevens, 154 Rahlene Drive. Why are we not looking at what
is causing the blockage? Mr. Tranquillo said there are two factors:
when the river comes up, because it’s old pipe, you get infiltration
of water and the water inundates the sewer - high flow conditions.

Number two, the hazard is if there is any debris that comes down
the river, it might hit the pipe and break it.

From my standpoint, not knowing all the engineering points of it,
it would seem like it would be a good idea to look into just upgrading
the current line.

Discussion.

Mr. Tranquillo said that would be included in his report to the
Council on other options.

Dominick Mongillo,Jr., son of Dominick and Anna Mongillo. T
reside in West Hartford, CT. but am speaking on behalf of my mother.

He questioned some of the engineering theories. I would ask you
to please calculate what the internal pressure of the pipe is. We are
talking about an incompressible flow --- water.

I'm asking Mr. Tranquillo if we can have the ratings for the
pipe. And, what the joints are going to be made of - when we affix
the joints and piping, what materials would be used.

Mr. Romano commented as far as any upgrades to the pipe that’s
been there for 40 years, that’s a band aid and I don’t want to go down
that road.

Mr. Tranquillo explained the lots and additional parcels that are
involved, in response to a question about Primus Land.

Mr. Romano asked for information, a dollar wvalue, if we do not
provide sewer service to the four lots that currently have it.

Mr. Romano confirmed the 10 inch main would be adequate to serve
the future users of that area and not just the four properties? Mr.
Tranquillo said we have looked at that. TIt’s an 8-inch main now and
if we put a 10-inch main, it almost doubles the capacity.

Dr. Urillo asked Mr. Tranquillo to include information on the
Primus Family Trust for us, as well. That seemed to come up a lot,
i.e.: the building lots and if they have sewers already. Mr.
Tranquillo said he would provide a copy of the plan.

Ilio Fusciello, 82 Autran Avenue. I want to talk about the

sewers. He spoke about his experience with the sewers in town and the
cost thereof.

A. Presentations to Arthur Secondo and David Zoni

The Chair made a presentation to David Zoni and thanked him for
his service to the Town.

Mr. Zoni made remarks including it was with pride and honor that
he served the people of Southington and it was a pleasure working with
all of you.

Mr. Secondo made remarks including thanking the people of
Southington for the opportunity to serve them, as he did, with

passion. He thanked all those who he served with individually.

B. Prescription Disposal Program Announcement

Mr. Dobbins explained the Prescription Disposal Program and
stated the 2" Annual Medication Disposal Program would be held at the
Southington Water Department on Saturday, May 1°° from 10:00 am to 2:00

pm.

He explained the success of last year’s program. We were able to
take over 7500 individual doses of controlled drugs and 10,000 doses
of abuse drugs off the streets of Southington and Bristol. We hope
this year to do the same.

I want to thank the organizations that helped us make this
program a success: STEPS Program, Parents 4 Change and the
Southington Police Department.

This year we hope to better the program and expand it. You’ll
probably be hearing more about this in the future from me.

Dr. Urillo expanded on the comments. She said she would like to
applaud the efforts of Mr. Dobbins on his fine initiative. He is
aware of the pitfalls of incorrect disposal of prescription drugs.
With correct disposal of these narcotics, the potential for beginning
drug abuse is decreased. Flushing drugs down the toilet or other
means of removal can and does result in environmental hazards.

Outdated, unused medications are often ineffective and some can
even have a detrimental effect.

Other Connecticut towns have come forward with ingquiries to begin
collecting unused pharmaceuticals as a result of this program.
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I look forward to this program going forward and expanding and T
commend Mr. Dobbins for his foresight in beginning this program.

Thank you.

The Chair spoke of the efficiency of this program at the water
department. It was very impressive. Excellent job!

The Chair asked the date be put out on the website.

Ms. Miceli brought up the property owned by the Forestville

Fishing Club. She spoke of her site walk to learn more about the
Club’s concern over the current design plan for possible sewer line
along Mount Vernon Road. I was in awe of this piece of property. I

had no idea of the scope. Its 135 acres of property with about 16
cabins along the Grannis Pond.

They’ve committed to the fact that they have no plans to develop
this property for at least the next 25 years and it hasn’t been
developed in the first hundred.

The current designed sewer plan unfortunately puts the sewer line
right smack along the shore point and further impacts the natural
setting of that parcel. A large portion of the property would have to
be clear cut and marred with regard to its innate habitat, if you
will.

There have been meetings between club members and town officials
but to date no alternative plan has been made to the one that is
currently proposed that impacts the club’s property.

I am asking for a compromise, some other alternatives. We don’t
have any monies in our coffers now for open space and know that open
space is definitely a concern and strongly supported by Southington
residents as is evidenced by all of our past open space referendums.

Its 135 acres of open space that will not be developed and in no
way impacts town services or infrastructure. I know we’ll talk about
this in the future, but I did want to bring it up tonight. T
encourage all of my fellow councilors to get out there if they
possibly can and walk that property and see what a beautiful resource
this is and how lucky we are to have that sort of organization. It’s
been around since 1890.

Thank you.
Mr. Barry added, emphasing, this property is a gem. It is
environmentally pure. It is absolutely walking back in time and a

true asset to the Southington community.

The members of the club like it the way it is. They felt the
possible planning of the sewer line could negatively impact the
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setting, the natural topography of the land. You could have manholes
every so many feet that are required under the law. It would change
what the 135-acre club is all about.

The pond is pristine. My concern is the club is trying to work
through the staff, but I think it’s important the Council is truly
made aware of what impact this could have to this private property. I
do believe they would fight if the preliminary plans area the plans
presented.

The clear cutting is a concern. As council people I do have to
protect private property owners right and we have to protect them and
protect the people of Southington for the possible environmental
impact this sewer line could have long term.

It has been communicated this is the most fiscally cheap way to
do it. When you see this property —--- I ask you to go out and see it
with your own eyes - you tell me if you think it’s appropriate to put
a sewer line down the middle of this property right along their pond
which they just dredged.

I know the plan is preliminary, but it’s important we get on top
of this early and give guidance to the administration of what the

Council’s concerns are. We tell staff what should be done. We have
the power. The organization has come to us because they are
concerned.

This is a bad preliminary plan that I saw. Just go out and see
it.

The Chair asked Mr. Tranquillo about the preliminary plan. He
agreed with the comments --- it i1s gorgeous out there.

Mr. Tranquillo said they did a first plan of the routing. We met
with the club and then we did a second routing. We now have the
wetlands information, topography and property lines. We’ll make a
third cut at it. Then the serious discussions can begin on the final
routing. A lot of the initial concerns were valid, but it was
premature.

The Chair said he would like to see this vetted out at the sewer
committee, too.

Mr. D’Angelo also expressed how beautiful the land was. Another
concern is future growth and if there are laterals coming off of that
and what future damage could be done to the property, as well. Mr.

Tranquillo said he would work with the club, property owners along the
route, the sewer committee and the Council.
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Mr. Palmieri noted the sewer committee will be meeting this
Wednesday and he wondered if an alternative plan can be shown. Mr.
Tranquillo said he would show the second routing.

Mr. Tranquillo offered the design is going to take six to twelve
months so there’ll be lots of opportunity not just at this point but
also as we go through the process to do additional reviews. We will
work with the Council and the property owners.

Mr. Barry really asked the councilors to go out there. It is
ultimately a Council decision.

This is an item under old business at the sewer committee
meeting, noted Mr. Dobbins. All voting members, i.e.: the board of
finance, too, should head out there and take a look at it. The sewer
committee will go out and make a report back to the Council.

Iv. Report of Special Committees
A. Self Insurance Committee

Dr. Natelli offered his report. Currently we self insure the
community and we spend about $19 million for the town. We use a
consultant called Ovation to aid us and our plan is administered by
Blue Cross/Blue Shield. The insurance cost for the upcoming year will
increase at about 13.4 percent. The town splits the cost between the
town side and the BOE side. Projected for the upcoming year, we are
looking to split by having the BOE use 76.5% and the town use 23.5%.
The averages came about based upon past usage averaged out and
extrapolated forward. The BOE increase could be between 1.6 and 2
million dollars.

We’re looking to do an RFP for administrators in the future as
the current contract runs out with Ovation. The committee has the
opportunity to waive that and extend the contract to Ovation. Ovation
has been doing a good job. If an RFP is put into place, Ovation can
bid on it.

Ovation did an RFP which was approved by the Town Attorney to go
out to bid for insurance carriers for 2010. Union contracts require
the town provide a similar level of care that is set by the standard
of Blue Cross/Blue Shield in the past.

Exploring plans for health and wellness were discussed. The
thought process is the healthier you are, the less likely you are to
use your benefits, keeping the premium dollars down.
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Harold Kane, Chairman is resigning as Chairman. Discussion was
tabled for a new Chair. We’ll be looking to nominate a new Chair at
the next meeting.

B. Public Works Committee

Mr. Romano reported this committee has met twice since the last
Town Council meeting and there have been numerous communications
between meetings to accomplish tasks presented to us. I have five
issues to speak to tonight.

- Realignment of the intersection of West & West Center
Street was considered. After investigation, the data collected did
not support immediate action on this item. At this time the committee
unanimously agreed to defer the action for now but to pursue the
design and the land acquisition data for future use.

- Bulky Waste Transfer Station Program rules and information.
Passed around a document that was approved by the Public Works
Committee. (Attachment 1)

This is an action item under old business, Item D.

Mr. Palmieri noted that during leaf drop off time, we do open the
transfer station on Friday for the leaf disposal and that’s not
reflected on here. That saves the town money by allowing homeowners
to bring their own leaves. Mr. Tranquillo said that would be
continued. We should add that change during our motion tonight.

- Update on the Bulky Waste Transfer Station, hardware and

software portion of this process. This is for the scanners and the
bar code stickers. The software is being developed and the plan is to
implement it sometime in early to mid-February. They will do an

onsite training with the staff of the highway department.

The hardware has been ordered. The bar code scanner will store
the data for the whole day thus eliminating the need to have a PC
laptop on site. The data at the end of the day will be downloaded to
a docking station and at that time the database will be updated.

The bar code windshield stickers are being ordered. They are
currently in the proof stage and we expect those to be in the Clerk’s
office in about four weeks.

Staff has begun a media blitz on this. Leaflets are being
distributed at the transfer station the last two times it’s been open.
There’s a sign being made for the transfer station so people will see
the sign while in line. It is now being shown on Channel 14 and the
information is also on the website. Pamphlets will be in all the
municipal buildings.
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Depending upon the sticker availability, you may want to consider
a soft start on March 1°°. We’ll have more information at the next
Council meeting. You may want to consider that.

- Report from Steve Wlodkowski, the Highway Superintendent.
on snow removal operations. It was quite an in depth report with a
lot of interesting facts. The 100 percent salt process was explained.
The necessity for street sweeping in the spring is being minimized, as
well. It will also minimize the amount of work required to maintain
the catch basins. It is eliminating the possibility of silt from the
storm drains getting into our detention/retention ponds for those of
you who like to be green.

- Overview of the long term plans of the public works
committee. We're developing a prioritization matrix from collected
data. He explained that information collected would include a five
year state bridge report, the capital improvement plan for the highway
department, the capital improvement plan for the water department, the
capital improvement plan for the water pollution control department,
the town traffic study of Route 10 from April, 2008, the state
transportation improvement program, the state resurfacing program,
Town Aid to Roads, the LOCIP Program and reports from utility
companies and the police department.

Explained how the matrix ranking would work for the committee to
evaluate the existing items and items that the Town Council in the
future will ask us to investigate to make a well educated decision
within the parameters of the system.

In response to a question by Mr. D’Angelo about the West Center
Street interactions, if it’s not going to be done right away, why have
the town staff work on it? Mr. Romano said it is not at the top of
the list but for when they have extra time to work on it.

Mr. Trangquillo mentioned in order to do the realignment; we will
need property rights, so we don’t want houses and buildings built in

the way of what the takes would be. That’s another reason to pursue
it.

C. Sewer Committee

Mr. Dobbins reported the sewer committee has not met this month

so there is nothing to report to the Council other than the energy
committee will be reviewing the facility RFQ. They’1ll be adding some
additional evaluation of requirements. They’1ll also be reviewing the
DBS energy plan. We need to look at cutting down on our three
quarters of a million dollars worth of electricity we spent at that
plant and this is going to be one of the charges of this committee
about saving the town extra money.

Our meeting is Wednesday, January 13 at 4:30 in the conference
room.
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D. Economic Development Strike Committee

The Chair reported on a meeting the other day. The issue
concerning the crossing on Spring Street came up and I’'11 turn the
podium over to Mr. Perillo.

Louis Perillo, Southington Economic Development Coordinator.
Explained we have a Southington developer who wishes to develop a
178,000 sf sports complex on the Smoron Farm property. The property
consists of approximately 90 acres when you add in the Rockwood Hills
portion. (Attachment 2)

The sports complex will comprise about 20 acres. He’s proposing
to build a 2,000 1f road. My purpose in being here is there is a
series of steps that have to occur for them to come forward. The

first step is that this Council approve of a sewer in a timely fashion
to bring the existing sewer that’s east on Spring Street to bring it
over to the west side.

He has agreed to several procedures in the process of bringing it
forward in what I believe is a very responsible manner. He is not
proposing that you build it immediately and then he’l1l build his. He
has agreed to expend a considerable amount of money developing the
park. But the reason he needs to know it now is because he has not
gone before the IW Commission or the PZC. That process will cause him
to expend approximately $100 to $150 thousand.

The deal will be dead right now if he doesn’t get the sewer, so
he wants to know now before he commits to the large expenditure for
obvious reasons.

The park is a heavy industrial park, I-2. He’s willing to put in
the sewer infrastructure from the west side of the Spring Street
Bridge, carry it up Smoron Court and then build that 2,000 1f road
into his development. That’1ll give the town a tremendous amount of
inventory.

He’s building a steel building. That type of venue has the
opportunity to connect our town as a sports’ haven, if you will.
Explained he hopes to have it approved and built by November of this
year.

The tax abatement was discussed. When you look at that type of
investment, when the abatement is over, you’re probably looking at in
excess of $200,000 a year in revenue just for the building.

Another reason for sewers in this area it has the potential to
bring in a hotel and conference center.

Mr. Verderame and Steve Giudice of Harry Cole & Son are here.
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Stephen Giudice passed around a reduction of the map which is on
the board. Mr. Verderame is in the audience with me. I will give you
a brief synopsis of what is proposed.

Gave a history of how this application came to be with zoning
modifications to allow mixed use of this with heavy industrial lots to
the north with bigger box buildings along 84.

Explained the layout to the Council. This is like the main
building. The buildings to the north of the proposed road would be
all industrial uses. Heavy and light --- all types to help generate
tax revenue.

Explained the issues with the property from a development
standpoint, i.e. wetlands.

Mr. Verderame is proposing the town consider sewer construction
just across the Quinnipiac River and at that point he would continue
the sewer main up Smoron Drive up to the cul de sac.

There is equity in sewers. There is also industrial property
across the street.

It is a good investment with a return on the back side of this.

Explained that the facility would be constructed with city water
and septic system, temporarily. That is to give you assurance that he
is serious about what he’s proposing to do.

We did present this plan to the sewer committee at one point and
we did take it before the Strike Committee to discuss it. This is the
next step. Just to give this Council an idea of what we’re looking
and what we’re proposing.

The Chair said the sewer committee has not officially voted on
it, yet. I believe it’s in the master plan.

The Strike Committee was in favor of pushing this forward with a
positive recommendation. The tax revenue was discussed.

Mr. Palmieri said at this point is there any possibility to build
the sewer so the septic tank does not need to be built to service this
project. Mr. Tranquillo said the environmental permits would control
that. Mr. Palmieri said the option should be explored as it has the
potential to save both parties quite a bit of money.

Mr. Palmieri asked if the Council gives this a favorable
recommendation, would the engineering office work and make this a
priority because of the potential for savings. Mr. Tranquillo said
they could do that.
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Discussion of costs of installation of the main and costs of a
temporary septic system.

The timeline issue is important, noted the Chair.

Mr. Barry said it looks great and I think the town should be
partners. When you look at the long term benefits to the acres you
are talking about, there is a sizeable tax revenue possibility. We’re
excited. This is a great, great project for our community.

Mr. Perillo explained opportunities like this don’t come often.
If you don’t take advantage of it, you are sending the wrong message.
I think it is a wonderful opportunity for our town.

Mr. Palmieri made a motion to add it to the Agenda under new
business, Item D. Approval of sewer line on spring Street for
economic development. Mr. D’Angelo seconded. Motion passed
unanimously on a voice vote.

V. Town Manager’s Report and Communications
A. Award of bid — Rails to Trails Phase II (Attachment 3)

Mr. Weichsel noted a letter of award from Mr. Tranquillo to award
the project to Schulz Corporation. We have worked with them in the
past and we were very satisfied. We recommend the bid be awarded to
them for $1,427,000 for Rails to Trails Phase II.

Discussion on not being able to expand the scope of this project
with this grant.

VI. Town Attorney’s Report
A. Review of Drive-In Site Plan Approval

Attorney Sciota reported per the direction of the Council, for
the last four or five months the Public Works Director, myself and the
Planner have been working on a site plan for the drive in property.

You will see the proposed pavilion location, restrooms, the all
purpose field and rudimentary parking areas.

Discussion of razing the concessions stand. There is rudimentary
parking already established on the north side.

our plan is that we are going to be using the $200,000 in that
particular order. We also have another donation by a family here in
town of $25,000 for the pavilion use, only. We'’re able to use that,
also. Whatever we don’t use for what I just talked about will be
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rotated into the all purpose field which will assist the parks board
and the midget football league to move forward.

The current plant with the field is that we are working closely
between myself, the Manager and the Public Works Director, the Parks
Board and the volunteers to see what kind of assets we currently have
with the town, i.e: parks assets, highway assets, and we see what we
can do to move that along while we’re working on the other part of
this.

It is our hope we’ll go forward as soon as we can get approval
from the state for the final design and we’ll be submitting that to
the state in the next week or two. Working with them and the current
budget, we’re hoping that we can move along with the field at the same
time.

Ms. Miceli said at the PZC meeting there was some concern about
when we do the movies in the future --- I think is such a fabulous
plan. There was concern about if people didn’t want to sit on
blankets and/or lawn chairs and if they wanted to sit in a car, would
they be able to see the screen based on where the pavilion is now.

Mr. Trangquillo responded. Screen 2 is here. Screen 1 has been
demolished. There is a very large grass area right here. The intent
was to have people place blankets on the grass and have an easy view
of the screen. If some want to sit in the car, they can do that, but
the issue was brought up about the four or five trees that would be in
the way. We’re going to change the plan and either eliminate the
trees or put low shrubs so they could sit in the car and see the
screen.

Attorney Sciota added per the PZC approval, the PZC has given the
staff the ability to move the pieces of the puzzle on site.

The car seating area was discussed at length.

Dr. Natelli supported the concept of cars being able to park and
watch the movie.

Mr. Dobbins suggested organic fertilizers and pesticides would be
used on the seeding of the field as this is close to the well. Mr.
Tranquillo said he would send a letter to the Park Board advising
them.

The Chair asked about when the field would be done. I want to
know when the field is going to get done. The pavilion is nice and
all the other stuff is nice. The field is going to supply the kids
with a place to play. That’s my biggest concern.

Attorney Sciota said the field is only going to get done with the
support of volunteers, as stated to you many times. And, it is only
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going to get done using a lot of town resources that we currently
have. We don’t have unlimited cash to spend for this.

The Chair added that bottom line; the $225,000 is not going to be
enough to complete the field.

Attorney Sciota said the goal is to move forward with the way we
were instructed to move forward. We’ve talked to DECD and our plan
was put forth to the state. We are starting off with the
infrastructure, raze the concession stand and we’re going to build a
pavilion, at the same time using town resources and possible
volunteers, we’ll be working on the field at the same time. That'’s
our goal since day one.

Discussion of the field construction and wanting it ready for use
for the next season.

Mr. Barry brought up pedestrian crossing and asked what

considerations have been made in terms of a safe crossing. The road
curves there. Cars go faster than they should in a park. Mr.
Tranquillo said we did not consider that, very honestly. That’s an

excellent suggestion and we can probably create something at the high
point in the road to connect the upper field with this field. We’ll
give it some thought.

Attorney Sciota advised he has several items for executive
session tonight and there will be no action outside of executive
session.

VII. Public Communications

Arthur Cyr, 103 Berlin Avenue. Spoke about controlling the
traffic at the Rec Park. BAnd, he suggested a speed hump.

As to the sports complex, as far as economic development goes in

this town, what everybody has said is absolutely correct. Until we
get sewers in areas like Spring Street and the northwest quadrant, our
tax base is never going to increase. We need to get this built. I

highly recommend the Council move forward on that.

As to the homeowners’ sewer protection plan, I did some research

and sent you all an email. Ninety-nine percent of the people do not
have that rider. That rider also doesn’t cover a break in a pipe.
It’11 cover the back up. I would recommend this Council take another

real hard look at this program.

For the public works committee, I think they’ve done a wonderful
job in the last two months but I would ask that when they look at
working on some of our logjams, I was the one that pushed for the
consideration of the intersection of West and West Center Streets.
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It’s not so much the accidents, but when there is 20 or 30 cars trying
to come up West Center Street Extension to take a left on West Street,
that’s the need.

Art Secondo, 1048 South Main Street. Spoke about the plan for
the drive in. Spoke against it being used for a drive in theater.
There is not enough parking. Do you know how many out of towners
you’ll get?

We owe 1t to the local residents to keep that space for them,
restricted to them. Where are you going to put all these people?

Take the bocce court out that’s been there for years and make
that the walkway for pedestrian safety.

We are building a football field for our children, a pavilion for
our taxpayers and with the rest of the area, if we want to have
movies; we restrict it to local people. We’re not building a drive
in.

Former Councilman Secondo has given you his equal input.

Ron Stevens, Rahlene Drive. Mr. Secondo brings up good points.
There is no way to keep the out of towners out.

I'd like to express my dismay at the new water pollution control
treatment sign that was relocated up the road. Basically, it’s in the
woods now. $15,000 for a sign that’s useless. The sign needs to be
out by the road where people could see it to locate the plant. Where
it was it was clearly visible from either direction.

The speaker discussed the $4,000 saved on moving the sign. I
don’t understand that at all.

He said he was pleased that the town is taking action on
upgrading the treatment plant. I hope the Town Council takes an
active role in choosing a top engineering firm for the work and not to
rely solely on the suggestion of other people. Explained we do not
need any more situations like we currently have: legal actions, a
system that still fails to perform to specifications.

Tlio Fusciello, 82 Autran Avenue. He complained at the Senior

Citizens Center one night, there wasn’t even one light. Spoke about
his issue and he wants to be paid. (Attachment 4)
Benny Camusso, Meriden Avenue. When you use the salt on the

road, does it do damage to the cars? Damage to the road? Has anybody
looked into it? Mr. Tranquillo and /or Mr. Wlodkowski will get an
answer for the speaker.
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Things are going to get rough and if we can save money somewhere,
let’s try to do it. Are we going to be the taxpayers for the people
coming from out of town to the drive in?

Thank you.

VIII. Old Business
A. Action on item from public hearing

Mr. Palmieri made a motion to table the item. Mr. Romano
seconded. Motion passed unanimously on a voice vote. The item is
tabled to the next meeting.

B. Award of bid — Rails to Trails Phase II

Mr. D’Angelo made a motion to accept the bid of $1,427,000 of
Schultz Corporation in Terryville. Dr. Natelli seconded. Motion
passed 9 to 0 on a roll call vote.

C. Home Owner Sewer Insurance Program

Mr. Dobbin started the discussion to try to dispel concerns we
had at the last meeting. There were some misunderstandings of the
information presented to us. There is a difference between a sewer
back up and sewer line coverage. I investigated companies that may
provide this service. In the State of Connecticut there are actually
two that either do cover it or one is going to be covering in a couple
of months. The first one is the Home Safety Valve Program presented
at the last meeting.

He explained the second company, Master Line. There are a number
of different negatives with this company: they do not cover all types
of pipe, they are basically web-based company and they do give the
full terms of their contract when you enroll. You get a 30-day grace
period in which you can get your money back.

The third company: Hartford Steam Boiler. They are still in the
process of figuring out what to do with the program.

The problem with having the town endorse this product was a
concern. I gave to the councilors the 7 towns in Connecticut that
have used either the water or sewer safety valve program from HSV.
A1l of them have on their letterhead the logo. The water department
has been using this program for 13 years and there hasn’t been any
concern with that. They don’t share the database with any other

company. The water department has had no complaints.

Ms. Miceli appreciated all the research. The bigger picture for
me 1s your second point: our community being used as a marketing
resource. Us putting our town seal on a for profit private company.
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Mr. Barry asked if alternatives were investigated. Have we
looked at the town taking care of these issues by just having a
lateral protection fee added to the bill?

Mr. Dobbins reiterated the convenience of having this company
take care of customers who would need something like this.

Mr. Barry asked at what point in the lateral the homeowner takes
responsibility and what that would entail. Mr. Tranquillo advised
it’s about 2 feet away from the main where the property owner takes
over. Comments on responsibility and costs.

Mr. Tranquillo explained the procedure if a problem occurs. The
decision is made based on inspection when the work is being done as to
who pays.

Extensive discussion on at what point in the lateral the
homeowner takes responsibility resulted on a second question by Mr.
Barry.

Further discussion by Mr. Barry on having a charge on your bill
of say, under $3 each, for lateral protection coverage.

(End of Tape #2, Side B)
(Beginning of Tape #3, Side A)

Discussion of how many people would take advantage of this
program and it wouldn’t be fair to tax everyone for this voluntary
program. Mr. Romano was not in favor of this concept.

Additional costs that the town might occur for the road digging
up for the problem. Mr. Romano stated the town maybe cannot afford to
support the costs in these economic times.

Mr. Romano corrected some misinformation at the last Council
meeting. I think it’s important we explain there were some
representations you could go out and buy this through your homeowners’
insurance. Upon investigation into six companies, that I know of,
that do not offer this policy. We’re not saying that you can’t get
it, but we are saying we have not been able to find that you can get
it.

Mr. Romano noted this is being offered for people with older
homes. It’s not an obligation. It’s not a requirement. It’s Jjust a
service we’'re offering to the town.

The Chair noted a lot of Mr. Barry’s points were talked about at
the water department years ago when the program first came up. The
water department is now starting to look at the feasibility of taking
this program over.
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People will know if they want this, or not. I'm not into raising
people’s rates just for the lateral protection. I believe the option
is better.

Mr. Barry brought up the issue of local contractors getting the
work. Can we require this? The Chair responded you will find out
that most of the contractors that apply for this job are local.

Attorney Sciota explained in the RFP, which is required by our
procedure, you could require that the company must hire a local
contractor.

The Chair stated, in response to a query by Mr. D’Angelo, an
issue that should be looked into is where that lateral connection
ends.

RFP costs were discussed in response to a question by Mr.
Palmieri. Advertising.

The waiver of the RFP was discussed.

Mr. Dobbins made a motion to have the Town Attorney send out an
RFP for a home sewer line protection program. Thirty days. BAnd, work
closely with the Chairman of the Sewer Commission to get the terms for
the RFP. Mr. Romano seconded. Motion passed 6 to 3 with Mr. Barry,
Mr. D’Angelo and Ms. Miceli opposed.)

D. Action on Bulky Waste Program

Mr. Palmieri made a motion to approve the Rules and Regulations
with the following addition: that we add as part of this program the
leaf drop off during the fall season when the transfer station will be
open on Fridays, as well, with whatever hours deemed in the past.

Dr. Urillo seconded. Motion passed 9 to 0 on a roll call vote.
IX. New Business
A. Tax Refunds (Attachment 5)

Ms. Miceli made a motion to accept the list of requests for
abatement or refunds of taxes this evening. Dr. Natelli seconded.
Motion passed unanimously on a voice vote.

Dr. Urillo made a motion to table. Mr. Romano seconded. Motion
passed unanimously on a voice vote.

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Dr.Natelli made a motion to add a public health employee to the
IT Committee. Mr. Dobbins seconded. Motion passed unanimously on a
voice vote.

The Chair appointed Chuck Motes. My apologies to you, sir.
D. Spring Street Crossing

Mr. Palmieri made a motion to authorize the engineering
department to begin the design of the project and authorize the
Manager to move forward with the financing and submit to the Board of

Finance. Ms. Miceli seconded. Motion passed 9 to 0 on a roll call

vote.

Dr. Natelli made a motion to go into executive session excluding
the press and public but included the Town Manager, the Town Attorney
and the Director of Public Works. Ms. Miceli seconded. Motion passed
unanimously on a voice vote.

Window Stickers will be issued by the Town Clerk’s Office, located in Town Hall, for Southington
Residents with Vehicles registered to their Southington household. Residents will be issued one
(1) permit. Residents must provide:

1. Valid Driver's License showing Southington residency.

2. Current vehicle registration showing permit holder name and Southington address.

Oversize permits will be issued by the Town Clerk’s Office located in Town Hall for Oversized
Vehicles and Trailers (Larger than 5’ X 8’) - Permits issued for 6 annual visits to the Transfer
Station. Special Permit must be used in addition to Annual Sticker. (Annual Sticker and Oversize
Permit are both required)

A “One Day Pass” will be issued by the Town Clerk’s Office located in Town Hall for multiple
visits on one day.
e Borrowed Vehicle - One Day Pass available to the Transfer Station. Must supply proof of
residency (Valid Driver’s License, utility Bills)
e Non Resident Tax Payer — One Day Pass available to the Transfer Station. Must provide
evidence of Tax Payer Status (Tax Bill in permit seekers name)

Residents must renew their permits annually at the office of the Town Clerk. Permits are valid in
the calendar year only. There is no proration or carry over into the next calendar year.

If the Resident purchases a new vehicle or elects to switch vehicles — Current permit holder

must remove window sticker, present remains of sticker along with new vehicle registration to
the Town Clerk’s Office, complete an application, and a new window sticker will be granted.

1. Read and agree to abide by the Rules to use Southington Bulky Waste Transfer Station.

2. Ppresent yourself to the Town Clerk’s Office with driver’s license and vehicle registration.

3. Obtain a Window Sticker, Oversize Vehicle Permit or One Day Pass from Town Clerk’s Office
in Town Hall during business hours Monday thru Friday.

4. Permanently affix Window Sticker to vehicle. (Affix to front windshield on driver’s side)

5. Transport Bulky Waste to Transfer Station using vehicle with window sticker only.

6. Upon arrival Town Staff will scan resident’s window sticker using a bar code scanner.

7. Town Staff may ask for Driver’s license or vehicle registration to verify Southington
Residency.

8. Resident will be directed to appropriate location to unload waste.

9. Resident will unload Bulky Waste and place in appropriate location. (Note: Town staff will

offer assistance to those who need help unloading)
10. Resident will exit facility.
