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ANNUAL REPORT

FISCAL YEAR 2005-2006
During Fiscal Year 2005-2006, the Town’s Water Pollution Control facility treated 1.898 billion gallons of wastewater (daily average = 5.20 million gallons per day) and 1,075,950 gallons of septage.   The average effluent discharge results for this period include 3.4 mg/l CBOD (permit limit=25 mg/l), 4.9 mg/l UOD (permit limit = 27.1 mg/l summer, no limit winter), 7.0 mg/l suspended solids (permit limit = 30mg/l), and 0.29 mg/l ammonia (permit limit = 2.0 mg/l summer, 20.0 mg/l winter).  Our average survival rate for all species for our aquatic toxicity testing was 99.8%.  This facility also processed 5,289,454 gallons of biosolids to 551 dry tons, which were trucked by us to the Hartford MDC Treatment Plant and processed.  Our solids digestion system produced over 13.3 million cubic feet of methane gas, which was used to heat our buildings in the winter and heat our digesters year round.  


This Department responded to 62 collection system trouble calls, including 12 sewer blockages, of which at least 5 were from grease, 1 rattling manhole cover, 15 pump stations and 28 calls found not to be our problem.  

Once again, our facility has performed to the satisfaction of Federal and State regulatory agencies, thanks to the efforts of two highly qualified and capable foremen, a professional crew and lab chemist and the support of the Town Manager and Town Council.
