Sponsorship Report by Melissa Ericksen showed $2500.00 collected for the 2010
Festival to date. The Municipal Vendor List has been presented to Melissa to aid
in her marketing of the sponsorship positions. Melissa indicated that she has
contacted 47 prospective sponsors. Parsons Buick of Plainville has asked that they
be considered a “Gold” sponsor but they do not qualify under the Sponsorship
rules and conditions. It was suggested that Hawks Landing be offered a Silver
Sponsorship position if they meet the $2500.00 in sponsorship participation.
Melissa has indicated that there is currently a potential total of $17,500 in
promised sponsorship donations

New Business. Jim Champagne indicated that the “Harvest The Arts”, which was
a success in 2009, would again be held in 2010.

For 2011 it has been suggested that a new kind of fundraiser be brought to the
Festival.

It would include premade fiberglass apple sculptures, artists to paint
them and then coordination of an auction to sell them. This could be a very
unique way of acquiring sponsors.
