Summary Minutes.

Meeting called to order by Chairperson Chris Palmieri at 6:02 PM

Motion to approve minutes of previous meeting May 20, 2010. Motion by Mark
Sciota, second by Steve Pestillo. Motion passes

Communications on “lighting” moved to new business

Coordinators Report presented by Jim Champagne (see attached)

Special Guest, Harold Fera, owner of Rockwell Industries was introduced to the
members by Jim Champagne. Mr. Fera is the chosen vendor of the 2010 Carnival for
the Apple Harvest Festival. A number of questions were asked of Mr. Fera including;
use of Inflatable’s during the first weekend of the Festival, ticket prices, ticket
collection and reconciliation. It was noted that “challenging” rides would appeal to
our audience. Mr. Fera said that he would provide the members with a physical lay-
out of the ride area. It was suggested that the carnival be set up no earlier than
Midnight on Wednesday, Sept 29, 22010. The contract with the new carnival vendor
will give the Apple Harvest Festival a larger share of the carnival income and provide
new and different rides.

An oral marketing update was presented by Melissa Ericksen, Sponsorship
Chairperson. A total of $5000.00 has been collected to date for the 2010 Festival. It
was suggested by the committee that sponsors be offered a specific event for their
sponsorship position. Melissa has indicated that she continues with her mailing and
phone prospecting efforts. The commission asked that an up to date written report of
individual and corporate contacts be made to the commission. Upon completion that
report should be emailed to the committee members.



No old business

Action on approval of the 2010 AHF Budget was tabled. Motion by Steve Pestillo,
second by Mark Sciota, motion passes.

“Apple Parade” which is planned for introduction in 2011 was briefly discussed.
Written material will be provided by the manufacturer of the “Sculptured Apples” to
be used as auction items in an effort to raise sponsorship money for our event next
year.

Action on “Southington Icon” tabled. Motion made by Judy Miceli, second by Bill
Masci, motion passes.

Fireworks for the 2010 event were discussed but no action was taken. Fire Marshall
Cassarella is going to look at an alternative vendor. The Southington Fire Department
indicated that labor costs during a Fireworks program would be approximately
$2100.00. Tabled until the July meeting. Motion by Steve Pestillo, second by Bill
Masci, motion passes.

Under new business a memo from the Town Engineering Department indicated that
the cost of adding permanent lighting to the Bank of America and Riccio Way parking
lots is approximately $2400.00. The lights are coming from the South End School
parking lot. Mark Sciota and Jim Champagne will follow up on this matter. Motion by
Bill Masci, second by Judy Miceli, motion passes.

Poster Contests entrees were examined by the Committee and winners in the Adult,
High School and Middle School categories were chosen. The winners will be
announced in 10 days.

Entries in the Granny Apple contest will be examined and read by Committee
chairpersons and the winner will be announced in conjunction with the Poster Contest
winner.

Under Other Business a memo from the Chief of Police, Jack Daly indicated that the
Police overtime costs would not be covered under the current budget. A $50,000



reduction in Police overtime funds will make it necessary to find other means of
funding the Police overtime during the 2010 Festival.

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Festival Coordinator’s Report

In 2009 Target provided us with $1865.00 in “Gift Cards” which we used to pay
contests winners during the Festival. In 2010 we have again sent our online
proposal to Target for the 2010 Festival and Target Stores has responded with a
$2150.00 check that we can redeem for Gift Cards requested this year.

I met with Annette from the Town Engineering Department on Wednesday of this
week and she indicated that the “lights” taken from South End School have been
examined by our new Electrical Contractor and were in good working order. She
also indicated that Tony Tranquillo did not want to have the Engineering Dept
pay to have the lights installed. I asked Annette to request that Tony talk to
members of the Supervisory Committee prior to our June 17, 2010 meeting.

Our ten AHF Hostesses have been chosen and they are: Jenna Aldieri, Kendra
Bunting, Jocelyn Ceruti, Shannen Corrigan, Stephanie LaFollette, Katherine
Lainas, Naomi Lemire, Kristen Mongillo, Melissa Muroski and Emily Sherwill.
Poster Contest is completed. Entries will be presented at this meeting. The
Granny Apple letters are also available for your perusal.

Gerry Limmer, our Entertainment Chair is starting his selection for bands and
other groups to appear during the Festival.

Only two Photo Contest entries have been received to date.

It was suggested that the Hostesses work in a booth to provide “tie-dye” t-shirts to
youngsters during the Festival. The dyes are water based and the T-shirts can be
bought for around $2.00 each.

New booth vendors include; Olive Oil, Greek Food and Fudge to name a few.

I would like to spend around $100.00 to purchase bunting to be used during the
Festival and would be a one time purchase.

I am working with State of CT Adjutant General Steven M. Scorzato to have the
military be represented in our Parade. A flyover of National Guard Aircraft must
go through Chief of Public Affairs at the Pentagon. A Request for Military Aerial
Support must be send to the Department of Defense.
