· Meeting was called to order at 6:02 PM by Chairperson Chris Palmieri

· Minutes of the previous meeting. Motion to accept by Mark Sciota, second by Judy Miceli, motion passes.

· No Communications from Committee members or the Public.

· Coordinators report attached.  Motion to accept by Steve Pestillo, second by Mark Sciota, motion passes.

· 20210 Budget filed as a preliminary report.  The Approval of the 2010 Budget was tabled.  Motion by Mark Sciota, second by Steve Pestillo, Motion Passes. The Budget should be approved at the March 18, 2010 Meeting. When the Responses to Quotation from various vendors are received by the Supervisory Committee changes may or may not be made to some of the income and expense categories.  The cost of “opening & closing” the stage will be shown on the AHF P&L in 2010 in addition to the costs of the Health Department Inspectors for their work with the AHF food vendors.  Motion to accept by Judy Miceli second by Bill Masci.

· No sponsorship report was made, as the Management Consultant would be chosen during the Executive Session at this meeting.  The Committee made the choice of Melissa Ericksen and that motion will go to the Town Council at the March 8, 2010 Council meeting. Motion made by Mark Sciota, second by Judy Miceli.  The Committee has asked for more detailed reports from the Sponsorship Management Consultant regarding mailings, monthly contact reports, a marketing plan, detailed sponsorship levels such as Platinum, Gold, Silver, Bronze, etc.  

· It was suggested that a local youth organization be contacted regarding the disposition of bottles and cans during the AHF.  Jim Champagne will contact a local youth group to start the dialogue.

· Bids for the various logistical functions (electric, refuse, cleaning, refuse removal, bus rental and booth rental,) have been sent via US Mail and action will be taken on those items in March 2010.  

· Hawk’s Landing a local Golf Course has indicated that they would like to sponsor a children’s event at the 2010 AHF.  That event would be the showing of movies suitable for children utilizing a portable 14’x16’ inflatable screen.  It was suggested by Mark Sciota that we use our planned 30x30-dining tent to house the “movie show”.  The committee asked for more details regarding the logistics of this event and that information will be addressed at the March meeting.

· It was suggested that we more aggressively market our annual “Bed Race”, sponsored by the Kiwanis Club of Southington.  Jim Champagne will meet with the Kiwanis Club to see if we can cooperatively advertise the very popular “Bed Race”.

· Under new business the Committee agreed that the Policy had not changed regarding its stance not to fund a personality for the Annual Road Race.

· It was also noted that a local vendor did provide the AHF with a price reduction for equipment rental.  

· Additional lighting is needed in the Bank of America parking lot, which houses the carnival and Arts & Crafts Event during the AHF.  It was suggested that Jim Champagne meet with the Town Engineering Dept. to see if a solution is possible for that area.

· A theme for the 2010 Apple Harvest Festival is not yet chosen.  We will ask the local schools to get involved, a bulletin will be displayed on the web site and action should be taken on a theme choice in March, 2010
